E-Filing System

When the Court of Appeals was implemented, the cost to use the same case management
system as Supreme Court was not fiscally practical at that time or for the future.

The Court of Appeals uses a Microsoft Access based case management system originally
used by the Supreme Court prior to C-Track. The Microsoft Access platform is outdated.
The system is difficult to update.

The request to replace this system with a web based application developed in-house (no
annual support or maintenance costs) will give the application a more modern look and
feel, and will also increase the speed of the system. Additionally, it will provide a better

user interface to save court employees time in completing their tasks within the system.

The new system will be integrated with the new document management system to allow
access to electronic documents. The electronic filing system will be integrated to allow
attorneys and lower courts to electronically file documents with the Court of Appeals. 15
