Except as otherwise provided in NAC 502.417 to 502.4225, inclusive, an
applicant to obtain atag for a special season who is unsuccessful must be awarded a bonus
point for:

(& The hunt number of the species for which he applied if he applied for atag to hunt
swan or wild turkey or for a depredation hunt tag; or

(b) The category of the species for which he applied if he applied for atag to hunt
deer, elk, antelope or bighorn sheep.
Regardless of the number of applications to obtain atag for a specia season submitted by a
person, the division shall not award him more than one bonus point per specia season for each

species or category of a species for which the person applied.
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2. Except as otherwise provided in subsection 3, the bonus points awarded to a person
accumulate until he is successful in drawing atag for a specia season for that species or
category of a species or hefailsto apply for a special season for 2 consecutive calendar years
during which that type of hunt for a special season is open. If an applicant is successful in
drawing atag for a specia season for a species or category of a species or failsto apply for a

special season for 2 consecutive calendar years during which that type of hunt for a special

season is open, heloses al of hisbonus points for that species or category of a species. {

3. A person may not use any bonus points awarded to him for being unsuccessful in ajunior
hunt to apply for adrawing for atag for any other type of hunt after the person is no longer
eligible to participate in ajunior hunt.

4. 1f an applicant requests and receives arefund for the value of his hunting license, the
division shall not award him a bonus point for any special season applied for during that
calendar year.

Sec. 2. Sec. 21 of LCB File No. R168-99 (NAC 502.4189, amended 11/6/99) is hereby
amended to read as follows:

502.4189 1. Each applicant in adrawing for atag for a special season receives a number of
additional draw numbersthat is equal to the number of bonus points that he has accumulated
sguared, as expressed in the following equation:

where “n” isthe number of additional draw numbersand “b” is the number of bonus points.

The number of additional draw numbers determines the number of draw numbers for the
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species or category of the species for which the application was submitted. The applicant’s
lowest randomly assigned draw number is the number used for the drawing.

2. Bonus points accumulated by a person for a special season cannot be transferred to any
other person or any other special season unless:

(@) The applicant changes his state of residence;

(b) The applicant requestsin writing that the {-eemmission} division transfer those
bonus points; and

(c) Thef-eemmissiont division approves the request for the transfer.
Bonus points transferred pursuant to this subsection apply to the same type of hunt to which
they applied before the transfer.

3. Anapplication to obtain atag for a special season for more than one person may be
submitted only for a deer hunt. The number of bonus points held by the members of the group
divided by the number of membersin the group, rounded to the nearest whole number.
