1. Each school district isto select or develop an appropriate test or other assessment to
ascertain that the language proficiency of teachers assigned to teach studentsenrolledin a
program of bilingual education is sufficient to instruct in alanguage other than English.

2. Each schooal district will maintain records of testing and/or assessment and report to the

Department of Education results of the testing or assessment on an annual basis.
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
