Section 1. NAC 392.011 (1) is hereby amended as follows:

Definitions. Asused in NAC 392.011 to 392.075, inclusive, unless the context otherwise
requires:
1. “Approved correspondence program” means a program provided by:
(&) A member of anational or regiona accrediting association fwhich-isrecogrized-by-the
United States Secretary-of-Education-and] accredited for elementary or secondary education;

(b) A public school in Nevada offering correspondence study at the elementary or secondary
level, or both; or

(c) A private correspondence school which is licensed by the state board of education
pursuant to the provisions of chapter 394 of NRS.
