Section 1. NAC 488.100 is hereby amended to read as follows:
488.100 1. Except asotherwise provided in subsection 2, each application for a certificate
of number and certificate of ownership must contain:

, of each owner;
(b) The state of principal use;
(c) The number previously issued for the motorboat, if any;
(d) Thereason for the application, including applying for anew number, renewal of number
or transfer of ownership;
() The manner in which the motorboat is used, including pleasure, livery, demonstration,
commercial transportation, commercial fishing or other use;
(f) The make of the motorboat;
(9) Theyear the motorboat was manufactured;

(h) The hull number assigned by the manufacturer, if any;

(i) Thelength of the motorboat;

(1) Thetype of motorboat, including open, cabin, house, sail , inflatable, personal watercraft
or other type of motorboat;

(K) The material from which the hull was made, including wood, steel, aluminum, fiberglass,
plastic , rubber or other material;

() Thetype of propulsion used, including inboard, outboard, inboard and outboard, electric,
air thrust, jet, sail or sail with auxiliary motor;

(m) Thetype of fuel used, including gasoline, diesel or other type of fuel; and

(n) The signature of the owner.

2. Anapplication for a certificate for amotorboat which isto be used by a manufacturer or
dealer for demonstration need not include the information described in paragraphs (f) to (m),
inclusive, of subsection 1.

3. Thefollowing documents, when presented with an application for a certificate of number
and certificate of ownership as evidence of proof of ownership of avessel, will be attached to the
application and may be used as evidence of information requested in the application:

(&) A titleto the motorboat or vessel;

(b) A manufacturer’s statement of origin;

(c) A Statement of Fact, Form 60-X X-07, submitted pursuant to subsection 2 of NAC
488.305;

(d) A dealer’sreport of motorboat sale;

(e) A certificate of inspection of the vessel completed by an employee of the division;

(f) If the vessel was purchased outside Nevada, a receipt for the payment of use taxes
issued by the department of taxation; and

KB} (g9) Such other proof of ownership as may be requested by the division.
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Sec. 2. NAC 488.105 is hereby amended to read as follows:

488.105 1. Except asotherwise provided in subsections 2 and 3, each certificate of
number will contain:

(& The name and address of the owner, including the zip code;

(b) The state of principal use;

(¢) The manner in which the motorboat is used [{pleasure;} , including pleasure, livery,
demonstration, commercial transportation, commercial fishing or fether):} other use;

(d) The make of the motorboat;

() Theyear the motorboat was manufactured,;

(f) The hull number assigned by the manufacturer, if any;

(g) Thelength of the motorboat;

(h) Thetype of motorboat {{epen;} , including open, cabin, house, sail , inflatable, personal
watercraft or fether):} other type of motorboat;

(i) The material from which the hull was made weed;} , including wood, steel, aluminum,
fiberglass, plastic , rubber or fether);} other material;

(1) Thetype of propulsion used f{irbeard;} , including inboard, outboard, inboard and
outboard, electric, air thrust, jet sail or sail with auxiliary fmeter):} motor;

(K) Thetype of fuel used {gasetne;} , including gasoline, diesel or fether);} other type of
fuel;

() Theidentification number assigned to the motorboat;

(m) The expiration date of the certificate; and

(n) The provisions of the Nevada Boat Act relating to the fehange} :

(1) Change of ownership or address; fdocumentation;}
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(2) Documentation, loss, destruction, abandonment, theft or recovery of avessd;

(3) Carriage of the certificate on board the motorboat; fprevisien}

(4) Provision of aid in aboat accident; and fthereguirerment}

(5) Requirement of reporting casualties and accidents.

2. A certificate issued for alivery boat will not include the type of propulsion and fuel used
by the boat if it is to be rented without a motor.

3. A certificate issued for a motorboat which isto be used by a manufacturer or dealer for
demonstration will not include the information described in paragraphs (d) to (k), inclusive, of
subsection 1.

Sec. 3. NAC 488.155 is hereby amended to read as follows:

488.155 1. Numbersissued by the division for motorboats which are exempt from the
statutory requirement of registration must be displayed in the same manner as the identification
numbers issued to nonexempt motorboats.

2. The number issued to an exempt motorboat will consist of the letters“NV” followed by a
combination of fthree-or} four numerals [-feHowed-by} and the letters “EX.”

Sec. 4. NAC 488.160 is hereby amended to read as follows:

488.160 1. Except asotherwise provided in subsections 3, 4 and 5, the owner shall paint
on or otherwise permanently attach to each side of the forward half of hisvessel the
identification number assigned to that boat by the division.

2. The number must:

(@ Beinnumeralsand letters which are vertical, not less than 3 inchesin height and without

border, trim and shading;
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(b) Beinnumerals and letters of asolid color which contrasts with the background on which
itisplaced and isdistinctly visible;

(c) Have a space or hyphen between the letter and numeral groups which is equal to the width
of aletter other than “1” and a numeral other than “1” of the same size used to display the
number;

(d) Beontheforward half of the hull or permanent superstructure of the motorboat in a
place which is clearly legible from another vessel or the shore; and

(e) Be placed so asto read from left to right.

3. The number issued to a manufacturer or dealer for a motorboat which isto be used in
connection with the demonstration, exchange or sale of motorboats may be painted on or
attached to removabl e plates that are temporarily but firmly attached to each side of the forward
half of the motorboat. The number so displayed must meet the requirements of subsection 2.

4. |f amotorboat is built so that a number on the hull or superstructure would not be easily
visible, the number must be painted on or attached to the forward half of the boat so that it is
clearly visible on both the port and starboard sides.

5. The number assigned to an inflatable boat may be painted on or attached to removable
plates that are temporarily but firmly attached to each side of the forward half of the boat. The
number so displayed must meet the requirements of subsection 2.

Sec. 5. NAC 488.170 is hereby amended to read as follows:

488.170 Thedivision or a fHeensed} boat dealer authorized by the division may issue a
dealer’ s report of motorboat sale and a 10-day temporary operating permit which isvalid only on
the waters of this state.

Sec. 6. NAC 488.210 is hereby amended to read as follows:
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488.210 1. The certificate of number issued for a motorboat which isto be used by a
manufacturer or dealer for demonstrating or testing will be plainly marked for demonstration.

2. Theidentification number assigned to such a motorboat will consist of the letters “NV”
followed by fthree-or} a combination of four numerals and the letters“DL.”

Sec. 7. NAC 488.320 is hereby amended to read as follows:

488.320 1. Except asotherwise provided in subsection 2, any motorboat for which a
certificate of ownership isrequired under the Nevada Boat Act must be inspected by fan
adtherized-beat-dealer-agent-or-other} the division or a person designated by the division when
the motorboat is transferred or sold.

2. A motorboat need not be inspected if:

(& The motorboat has a Nevada certificate of ownership;

(b) The owner produces a correctly completed certificate or statement of origin from the
manufacturer of the motorboat; or

(c) Thelagent} division is certain that the description of the motorboat is correct, after fhe
hasreviewed] reviewing other documents submitted by the owner.

Sec. 8. NAC 488.415 is hereby amended to read as follows:

488.415 1. Each motorboat having:

(&) A closed compartment under athwart or seat wherein a portable fuel tank may be stored;

(b) A double bottom which is not sealed to the hull or which is not completely filled with
flotation material;

(c) A closed living space;

(d) A closed storage compartment in which combustible or flammable material is stored; or

(e) A permanently installed fuel tank,
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must carry the type and number of fire extinguishers described in subsections 2 and 3} , each
of which must be fully charged and serviceable.
2. Each motorboat which lacks a system built within its engine compartment for
extinguishing afire and whichis a:
(@) ClassA or class 1 motorboat must carry one B-I fire extinguisher.
(b) Class 2 motorboat must carry two B-I fire extinguishers or one B-I1 fire extinguisher.
(c) Class 3 motorboat must carry:
(1) Three B-I fire extinguishers; or
(2) OneB-I and one B-II fire extinguisher.
3. Each motorboat which has a system built within its engine compartment for extinguishing
afireand whichisa
() Class A or class 1 motorboat is not required to carry a portable fire extinguisher.
(b) Class 2 motorboat must carry one B-I fire extinguisher.

(c) Class 3 motorboat must carry two B-I fire extinguishers or one B-11 fire extinguisher.

motorboats identified in this section are asdescribed in NRS 488.185.

5. For the purposes of this section:
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() fA-B-Hireextingdisherist “B—l fire extinguisher” means a portable marine extinguisher

containing at least:
(1) One and one-quarter gallons of a concentrated liquid foam,;
(2) Two pounds of adry chemical, fire extinguishing agent; or
(3) Four pounds of carbon dioxide; fer

- (4) Two and one-half pounds of Freon;] and

(b) fA-B-H-fire-extingdisherist “B-l1 fire extinguisher” means a portable marine
extinguisher containing at |east:

(1) Two and one-half gallons of a concentrated liquid foam;
(2) Ten pounds of adry chemical, fire extinguishing agent; or
(3) Fifteen pounds of carbon dioxide.

Sec. 9. NAC 488.430 is hereby amended to read as follows:

488.430 The Inland Navigation Rules Act of 1980, prescribed in Public Law 96-591 and
published by the United States Coast Guard as COMDTINST [M16672.2B.} M16672.2D, is
hereby incorporated by reference and made applicable to all waters within the boundaries of the
State of Nevada. A copy of Public Law 96-591 or COMDTINST [M16672.2B1 M16672.2D may
be obtained from the Superintendent of Documents, [United-States Government-Printing-Office;

488.445 1. [Fhel Except as otherwise provided in subsection 4, the operator of fthe} a
vessel shall submit to the division areport, on aform provided by the division or the United
States Coast Guard, whenever as aresult of an occurrence involving the vessel or its equipment:

() A persondies;

(b) A personisinjured and receives medical treatment beyond first aid;

(c) Damage occursto the vessel and other property which totals more than {$200:} $500; or

(d) A person disappears from the vessel under circumstances indicating his death or injury.

2. Thereport must be submitted within 48 hours after the occurrence if a person dies within
24 hours after the occurrence, isinjured and receives medical treatment beyond first aid, or
disappears from the vessel.

3. Thereport must be submitted within 10 days after the occurrence or death if an earlier
report is not required by subsection 2.

4. |f the operator of the vessel cannot submit the report, the owner shall submit it.
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
