6.  Federal Law. None known at this time. 
 
7.  Federal Regulation. None known at this time. 
 
8.  New Fee Established. New fees are established in these proposed regulations pursuant to 
Senate Bill 428 allowing the Division to charge a fee for the investigation of the background of 
an applicant and for an examination.

Section 1.  Chapter 119A of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto section(s) 1-5, of these 
proposed regulations. 
 
Sec. 2.  NAC 119A is hereby amended by adding thereto the following: 
 
Examination on principles of timeshare: Fee 
The fee for an examination to obtain a sales agent license shall be $100.00. 
 
Sec. 3.  NAC 119A is hereby amended by adding thereto the following: 
 
The division will only accept results of an examination taken during the year immediately 
preceding the date of the application for a license. 
 
Sec. 4.  NAC 119A is hereby amended by adding thereto the following: 
 
The fee for the investigation of the background of an applicant or licensee will not exceed the 
actual cost to conduct the investigation. 
 
Sec. 5.  NAC 119A is hereby amended by adding thereto the following: 
 
Any application; license; registration; education accreditation granted to a provider, sponsor 
or school under this chapter shall be canceled and the applicant; licensee;  registrant; 
education provider, sponsor or school shall be fined, if any instrument given to the division is 
not honored by the financial institution upon which it is drawn.
