 Action – Proposed amendment of NAC Regulations 
 
 Amendment to NAC 630.___, to require licensees whose licenses are suspended for non-

payment of bi-annual renewal fees to reinstate to previous licensure status before 
changing licensure status. 

 
Public Hearing Notice:  The Nevada State Board of Medical Examiners will hold a public 

hearing at 10:00 o’clock a.m., on Wednesday, February 15, 2006, or as soon thereafter as it 
may be heard on that date, at the offices of the Board at 1105 Terminal Way, Suite 301, Reno, 
Nevada.  The purpose of the hearing is to receive comments from all interested persons regarding 
the amendment of Nevada Administrative Code Section 630.___. If no interested person, who is 
directly affected by the proposed action, appears to request time to make an oral presentation, the 
Board may proceed immediately to act upon any written submissions.

This notice and the text of the regulations to be amended are also available in the State of 
Nevada Register of Administrative Regulations, which is prepared and published monthly by the 
Legislative Counsel Bureau pursuant to NRS 233B.0653 and on the Internet at 
http://www.leg.state.nv.us.  Copies will also be mailed to members of the public upon request.  A 
reasonable fee may be charged for copies if it is deemed necessary. 
 
 Upon adoption of any regulation, the agency, if requested to do so by an interested 
person, either before adoption or within 30 days thereafter, will issue a concise statement of the 
principal reasons for and against its adoption, and incorporate therein its reason for overruling 
the consideration urged against adoption.

AUTHORITY:  NRS 630.130, 630.267 
 
NAC 630.___ is hereby added to read as follows: 
 
NAC 630.___  Late renewal of license and request to change licensure status 
 
 When any practitioner of medicine’s license has been suspended for non-payment of 
the bi-annual renewal fee, and the practitioner desires to change his licensure status, the 
practitioner must first be reinstated to his previous licensure status, by paying the required fee. 
Thereafter, the practitioner may then change his licensure status, i.e., active to inactive, 
inactive to active, after submitting any necessary licensure materials. This section only applies 
to those practitioners who accomplish the aforementioned in the licensure biennium in which 
they are placed in suspended for non-payment status.
