Section 1 Chapter 365 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

An application for a license to operate as a dealer or supplier must include the federal
identification number of the business.

Sec. 2. NAC 365.162 is hereby amended to read as follows:

NAC 365.162 Application for and issuance of license as exporter; exportation to additional
jurisdictions. (NRS 365.110, 365.280, 365.300)

1. An applicant for alicense as an exporter issued pursuant to the provisions of NRS 365.300
must submit to the Department an application on aform provided by the Department.

2. An application submitted pursuant to this section must be accompanied by a list of the
states or other jurisdictions to which the applicant wishes to export and proof satisfactory to the
Department that the applicant is licensed or registered to import motor vehicle fuel or other
petroleum products, other than aviation fuel, into each state or other jurisdiction to which he
wishes to export such fuel or products.

3. Except as otherwise provided in subsection 2 of NRS 365.300, the Department will issue a
license as an exporter upon receipt and approval of:
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(a) A completed application that includes the federal identification number of the business;
and

(b) Any proof required by the Department pursuant to subsection 2.

4. 1f an exporter wishes to export to a state or other jurisdiction in which he was not licensed
or registered to import motor vehicle fuel or other petroleum products, other than aviation fuel,
when he submitted his original application pursuant to this section, he must file an addendum to
his original application providing proof satisfactory to the Department of his licensure or
registration to import motor vehicle fuel or other petroleum products, other than aviation fuel,
into each state or other jurisdiction to which he wishes to export such fuel or products and the
date on which such licensure or registration became effective. The Department will notify the
exporter of the date on which he may begin exporting to that state or other jurisdiction upon
receipt and approval of any proof required by the Department pursuant to this subsection.

Sec. 3. NAC 365.164 is hereby amended to read as follows:

NAC 365.164 Application for and issuance of license as transporter. (NRS 365.110,
365.280, 365.300)

1. An applicant for a license as a transporter issued pursuant to the provisions of NRS
365.300 must submit to the Department an application on aform provided by the Department.

2. An application submitted pursuant to this section must be accompanied by a list of the
states or other jurisdictions to which the applicant wishes to transport and proof satisfactory to
the Department of the valid registration of each vehicle which the applicant will use in the
transportation of fuel, whether the vehicle is apportioned or base-plated.

3. Except as otherwise provided in subsection 2 of NRS 365.300, the Department will issue a

license as atransporter upon receipt and approval of:
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(a) A completed application that includes the federal identification number of the business;
and

(b) Any proof required by the Department pursuant to subsection 2.

Sec. 4 Chapter 366 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

1. An application for a license to operate as a special fuel dealer, special fuel supplier, or
special fuel user must include the federal identification number of the business.

Sec. 5. NAC 366.0068 is hereby amended to read as follows:

NAC 366.0068 Special fuel exporter: Application for and issuance of license; exportation
to additional jurisdictions. (NRS 366.220, 366.240)

1. An applicant for a special fuel exporter’s license issued pursuant to the provisions of NRS
366.240 must submit to the Department an application on aform provided by the Department.

2. An application submitted pursuant to this section must be accompanied by a list of the
states or other jurisdictions to which the applicant wishes to export and proof satisfactory to the
Department that the applicant is licensed or registered to import specia fuel or other petroleum
products into each state or other jurisdiction to which he wishes to export such fuel or products.

3. Except as otherwise provided in subsection 2 of NRS 366.240, the Department will issue a
special fuel exporter’ s license upon receipt and approval of:

() A completed application that includes the federal identification number of the business;
and

(b) Any proof required by the Department pursuant to subsection 2.

4. If aspecial fuel exporter wishes to export to a state or other jurisdiction in which he was

not licensed or registered to import special fuel or other petroleum products when he submitted
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his original application pursuant to this section, he must file an addendum to his original
application providing proof satisfactory to the Department of his licensure or registration to
import special fuel or other petroleum products into each state or other jurisdiction to which he
wishes to export such fuel or products and the date on which such licensure or registration
became effective. The Department will notify the specia fuel exporter of the date on which he
may begin exporting to that state or other jurisdiction upon receipt and approval of any proof
required by the Department pursuant to this subsection.

Sec. 6. NAC 366.0069 is hereby amended to read as follows:

NAC 366.0069 Special fuel transporter: Application for and issuance of license. (NRS
366.220, 366.240)

1. An applicant for a special fuel transporter’s license issued pursuant to the provisions of
NRS 366.240 must submit to the Department an application on a form provided by the
Department.

2. An application submitted pursuant to this section must be accompanied by a list of the
states or other jurisdictions to which the applicant wishes to transport and proof satisfactory to
the Department of the valid registration of each vehicle which the applicant will use in the
trangportation of special fuel, whether the vehicle is apportioned or base-plated.

3. Except as otherwise provided in subsection 2 of NRS 366.240, the Department will issue a
special fuel transporter’s license upon receipt and approval of:

() A completed application that includes the federal identification number of the business;
and

(b) Any proof required by the Department pursuant to subsection 2.
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Sec. 7. Chapter 482 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

In addition to the requirements set forth in Nevada Revised Statute 482.300, 482.3163,
482.325, 482.333 and 482.363, an application for initial licensing or renewal of a license to
operate as a short term lessor, transporter, manufacturer, rebuilder, distributor, dealer, broker
or lessor, must include the federal identification number of the business.

Sec. 8. Chapter 487 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto the provisions set
forth as sections 9 through 12 of thisregulation.

Sec. 9. Chapter 487 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

In addition to the requirements set forth in Nevada Revised Statute 487.050 and 487.060,
an application for initial licensing or renewal of a license to operate as an automobile wrecker
must include the federal identification number of the business.

Sec. 10. Chapter 487 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

In addition to the requirements set forth in Nevada Revised Statute 487.410 and 487.420,
an application for initial licensing or renewal of a license to operate as a salvage pool must
include the federal identification number of the business.

Sec. 11. Chapter 487 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

In addition to the requirements set forth in Nevada Revised Statute 487.560 and 487.563,
an application for initial issuance or renewal of a registration to operate as a garage must

include the federal identification number of the business.
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Sec. 12. Chapter 487 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

In addition to the requirements set forth in Nevada Revised Statute 487.630, an application
for renewal of a license to operate as a body shop must include the federal identification
number of the business.

Sec. 13. Chapter 706 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

An application for a license to operate as a common, contract or private motor carrier of

property must include the federal identification number of the business.
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
