NAC 389.663  Units and grade point average required to receive advanced diploma. (NRS 
385.080, 385.110, 388.360)   
1.  To receive an advanced diploma evidencing graduation from high school [, a pupil who 
enrolls in the ninth grade during or after the 1999-2000] beginning with the 2008-2009 school 
year and subsequent years thereafter, a pupil must, in addition to having passed the proficiency 
examination required by NRS 389.015, have:   
 (a)  Earned a minimum of [17] 18 units of credit for required courses and [7] 6 units of credit 
for elective courses for a total of at least 24 units of credit; and  
 (b)  Maintained at least a [3.0] 3.25 grade point average on a 4.0 grading scale, weighted or 
unweighted, for all units of credit applicable toward graduation.   
2.  The units for the required courses must be earned in accordance with the following table:

 The State Board of Education adopted temporary regulations assigned LCB File No. T037-07 
which pertain to chapter 389 of the Nevada Administrative Code. 
 
 

INFORMATIONAL STATEMENT 
 
1. A description of how public comment was solicited, a summary of public response, and 

explanation how other interested persons may obtain a copy of the summary.  
 

Notice of Workshop to Solicit Comments on Proposed Regulations was sent to 
approximately 200 individuals and educational organizations.  A workshop was held on 
March 17, 2007.  There was public comment.  
 
The Notice of Intent to Act Upon a Regulation for public hearing and adoption of the 
amendments to NAC 389.663 – Units and Grade Point Average Required to Receive 
Advanced Diploma were sent to approximately 200 individuals and educational 
organizations.  The public hearing was conducted on May 5, 2007 to provide the 
opportunity for comments by affected parties and the public.  There was no public 
comment.  The Nevada State Board of Education/Nevada State Board for Career and 
Technical Education adopted the proposed amendments to the regulation.

 Comments were solicited through the workshop notice of February 8, 2007; and the 

public hearing notice of March 30, 2007.  At the March 17, 2007  Workshop to Solicit 
Comments, there no public comments to the proposed amendments to the regulation 
language.  At the May 5, 2007 public hearings there were no public comments to the 
proposed amendments to the regulation language.  
Summary of Comments:  
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 Workshop/Public Hearing Comments:  

 
Workshop comments:   
 
(a) Jhone Ebert, Clark County School District, shared that the honors program in 

Clark County is for students who choose to earn the Advanced Diploma and 
encouraged the Board to move forward with an approval for that proposed 
changes in the units.   

(b) Sandi Foster, Washoe County School District, stated that they are excited that 
the changes for the Advanced Diploma are in alignment with the Gateway 
Program.  The Advanced Diploma requirements will encourage students in 
Washoe County to continue in the Gateway Program with four years in math.   

 
Public Hearing comments:

4. If the regulation was adopted with or without change to any part of the proposed 

regulation, a summary of the reasons for adopting.   
 
 The Nevada State Board of Education adopted the proposed amendments to the 

regulation language at the public hearing held May 5, 2007.  The reason for adopting the 
regulation is to increase the minimum grade point average requirement for the advanced 
diploma from 3.00 to 3.25 on a 4.0 scale and the increase of mathematics course from 3 
units to 4 and place the requirements in alignment with the Millennium Scholarship 
requirements allowing students to meet qualifications upon graduation.   

 
5. The estimated economic effect of the adopted regulation on the business that it is to 

regulate and on the public.  These must be stated separately and each case must include:  
 
 The beneficial economic effect will align the graduation requirements with the 

Millennium Scholarship requirements.  The immediate effect is that the alignment of the 
graduation requirements and Millennium scholarship requirements.  The long-term effect 
could have an economic impact to the public on students who do not meet the 3.25 grade 
point requirements and do not take the four years of mathematics.      

 
There is estimated economic effect on the public, either adversely or beneficially, nor 
immediate or long term.  There could be an economic effect to the public on students

who do not meet the 3.25 grade point requirements and do not take the four years of 
mathematics.
