Section 1. Chapter 502 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

1. The Department shall post, on an I nternet website that is operated or administered by
or on behalf of the Department, the results of a computerized drawing for tags or permits not
later than 48 hours after the completion of the drawing.

2. For the purpose of calculating the 48-hour period pursuant to subsection 1, each
drawing shall be deemed to have been completed at 5 p.m. on the day of the drawing.

Sec. 2. NAC 502.416 is hereby amended to read as follows:

502.416 Asusedin NAC 502.416 to 502.4225, inclusive, and section 1 of thisregulation,
unless the context otherwise requires, “ Department” includes any independent contractor of the
Department acting on behalf of and under the direction of the Department and the agents and
employees of the independent contractor.

Sec. 3. NAC 502.417 is hereby amended to read as follows:
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502.417 Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, the provisions of NAC 502.416 to
502.4225, inclusive, and section 1 of this regulation apply to the processing of:
1. Applicationsto obtain tags as provided in NRS 502.130; and

2. Applicationsto obtain bonus points for tags as provided in NRS 502.130.
