A REGULATION relating to state parks; making changes to provisions regarding activities
within and fees at state parks and recreation areas; and providing other matters properly
relating thereto.

Section 1. NAC 407.050 is hereby amended to read as follows:

407.050 1. The Division will issue a permit for senior citizens to a resident of Nevada who
applies for such a permit if the resident:

(@) Is 65 years of age or older;

(b) Has continuously resided in this State for the 5 years immediately preceding the date on
which the resident submits the application;

(c) Pays a $15 administrative fee;

(d) Provides proof of fhis} age and residence in Nevada to the Division; and

(e) Possesses a Nevada driver’s license or an identification card issued by the Department of

Motor Vehicles.

= A permit for senior citizens authorizes the holder to enter, camp in and boat in all parks for 12

months after the date the permit for senior citizens is issued. The permit does not authorize the

use of hook-ups without payment of the fee set forth in this section.
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2. The Division will charge and collect the following fees:
(@) For the use of a facility for the dumping
of sewage by a person not camping in the park... The entrance fee for the park or $6 per vehicle,
whichever is greater.
(b) For the use of the showers by a person
not camping in the park ... The entrance fee for the park.
(c) For making a camping reservation for
individual campsites in a park designated by
the Administrator as being available for
camping reservations .........cccceeeeeeveereeseeseennenns $10 per reservation per campsite, in addition to
the camping fee or permit fee.
(d) For the reservation of stage areas............. The fee established by agreement or a special
use permit, or both.
(e) For a passport permit...........cccccvevevvennenne. $90.
(F) To replace an annual permit, a passport

permit or a permit for senior citizens................... $10.

(g) For a permit to operate an off-highway

vehicle in a designated area of a park.................. $2 per off-highway vehicle.
(h) For the use of fene-er-mere-hook-ups} a
campsite at which a hook-up is available .......... $10 per vehicle.

3. For commercial bus tours, the Division will charge and collect the established entrance
fee or $1 per person, whichever is greater, or the fee established by a special use permit. A

special use permit may provide for monthly billings.
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Exceptas-otherwise-provided-in-subsection-6,for} For each day or partial day that a person

engages in commercial photography in a park, the Division will charge and collect the following
fee according to the total number of vehicles or the total number of persons, whichever results in

a higher fee:

The Division will waive the entrance fee for the park upon payment of the fee for a commercial
use permit for photography.
5. A person who has obtained a commercial use permit for photography may request that the

Division reserve an area within the park for use in accordance with the terms of fhis} the permit.
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Upon receipt of such a request, the Division will charge and collect a reservation fee of $100.
The reservation fee is in addition to any fee charged and collected pursuant to subsection 4.

6. The Division will not charge a fee pursuant to this section for:

(&) Commercial photography engaged in by one fpersen:} to five persons in a single vehicle;
or

(b) Photography engaged in for noncommercial, educational purposes, to promote the park or
to report news in any form of media, including, without limitation, newspapers and television.

7. If auser of a park does not deposit the required fee in the available self-service devices,
the Division:

(@) Will charge the user a fee of $2 for collection service, in addition to other fees; and

(b) May file criminal charges against the user for theft as defined in NRS 205.0832.

8. For each special use permit or commercial use permit, the Division will charge a
processing fee of $25 in addition to any other fee charged for the permit.

9. The Division will reduce by $1 any entrance fee established pursuant to this chapter
charged to a person who holds a disability placard and presents it upon entrance to a park.

Sec. 2. NAC 407.052 is hereby amended to read as follows:

407.052 1. A person who applies for a multipurpose annual permit for the use of:

(a) Lahontan State Recreation Area will be issued such a permit upon payment of a fee of
$175.

State Recreation Area will be issued such a permit upon payment of a fee of $125.

2. A person who applies for a multipurpose annual boating permit for the use of:
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(a) Lake Tahoe Nevada State Park will be issued such a permit upon payment of a fee of

upon payment of a fee of $90.

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(c) Not be moored or anchored during hours that are not the operating hours of the
Management Area.

3. Each person who scuba dives shall:

(a) Obtain prior approval from the Supervisor of the Management Area before diving after
the normal operating hours of the Management Area.

(b) Not dive in an area unless it is an area designated for diving.

Sec. 11. NAC 407.317 is hereby amended to read as follows:

407.317 Within Rye Patch State Recreation Area, a person shall not swim, wade or engage
in other aquatic sports Hn-the-area} within 400 feet of the spillway of the dam.

Sec. 12. NAC 407.320 is hereby amended to read as follows:

407.320 Within Spring Mountain Ranch State Park, no person may:

1. Leave a vehicle or equipment overnight in an area restricted to use during the day;

2. Operate a public address system, loud speaker or amplifier without the approval of the
Supervisor of the Park;

3. Play baseball, softball, volleyball or golf or pitch horseshoes on the grass; fer}

4. Swim, wade, boat or engage in aquatic sports in Lake Harriet |-} ; or

5. Bring personal charcoal barbecues or fryers into the Park.

Sec. 13. NAC 407.370 is hereby amended to read as follows:

407.370 Within Washoe Lake State Park |2} :

1. A person shall not:

&} (a) Operate any motorized toy or device which is controlled by a radio in any congested
area of the Park;

The following information statement is submitted for adopted amendments to Nevada
Administrative Code (NAC) 407.

1.

A description of how public comment was solicited, a summary of public response,
and an explanation how other interested persons may obtain a copy of the
summary.

LCB File R-042-09 was noticed three times in the legal section of the Nevada Appeal and
Lahontan Times (11/9, 12/2, 12/9 ), three times in the Reno Gazette Journal (11/28,12/1,
/12/8), three times in the Ely Times (11/25, 12/3,12/9 and Las Vegas Review Journal
(11/29, 12/3, 12/9) and also to the Nevada Appeal, Reno Gazette-Journal, and Las Vegas
Review Journal online readers as a permanent regulation. One state public hearing was
held December 10, 2009 from 5:00-7:00 pm, at the Nevada State Library and Archives at
100 North Stewart Street, Carson City. Notice of the workshops and hearing were also
posted on the State Parks’ website. Written comments were solicited from the workshop
and public hearing , with copies of the proposed regulation changes available at all
Nevada State Parks regional offices and parks, on the State library and all county libraries
and at the Nevada State Parks website. Five workshops were held statewide on August
25" in Fallon, August 26™ in Panaca, August 27" in Las Vegas, August 31* in Elko and
Carson City to solicit initial input. Notices of public workshops were posted in each of
the two regions’ local newspapers and public places in the region’s area. There was no
attendance from the public at the workshops and we received one written comment
through the mail in Carson City.

A description of how comment was solicited from affected businesses, a summary of
their response, and an explanation how other interested persons may obtain a copy
of the summary.

The general public workshop and hearing comment process was open to any business that
felt they may be impacted by the regulation changes. Comments were solicited from
affected businesses by the notice in the newspapers, as outlined in paragraph 1 and by
direct mail to interested persons subscribing to the State Park’s mailing list. Economic
impacts to business as noted in paragraph (c) of subsection 1 of NRS 233B.066 are not
anticipated. As an agency we understand the impacts of such regulations are difficult to
predict for business that utilize or conduct business with parks. Each state park has the
ability to negotiate fees directly with each business that uses the park commercially with
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either a commercial or special use permit. For this reason it is not anticipated the fees or
regulation changes requested will significantly impact business interests.

This regulation does not involve new or an increase in existing fees. We did eliminate
fees on commercial photography for one vehicle with not more than 5 persons. At South
Fork State Recreation Area we issued a multi-use annual permit that we have extended to
Wild Horse State Recreation Area so that the permit can be honored at both parks, thus
cost savings to visitors. At Spring Mountain Ranch we eliminated the evening group
fees due to the low demand in the evening and because of the capacity of the group area
has changed.
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
