A REGULATION relating to motor vehicles; requiring a person to include certain information
when submitting to the Department of Motor Vehicles an electronic notification of
transfer of ownership of a motor vehicle; setting forth the persons to whom the
Department may release information contained in such a notification; and providing
other matters properly relating thereto.

Section 1. Chapter 482 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto a new section to read
asfollows:

1. An electronic notification of the transfer of the titleto or the interest of an owner in a
vehicle that is submitted to the Department pursuant to subsection 2 of NRS 482.400 must
include:

(&) Thevehicleidentification number;

(b) Thelast four digits of the license plate number of the vehicle;

(c) Thename, driver’slicense number and date of birth of the person transferring thetitle
or interest;

(d) Thename and address of the person to whom thetitle or interest is being transferred,;

and

(e) Thedate of the transfer.
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2. The Department may release the information contained in an electronic notification
received pursuant to subsection 2 of NRS 482.400 to any of the following persons upon the
written request of the person:

(& The owner of the vehicle aslisted in the records of the Department before the transfer
of thetitle or interest in the vehicle;

(b) Theregistered owner of the vehicle aslisted in the records of the Department before the
transfer of thetitle or interest in the vehicle;

(c) Thelienholder of the vehicle aslisted in the records of the Department;

(d) Theinsurer of the vehicle aslisted in the records of the Department;

(e) Theoperator of atow car who has been granted a certificate of public convenience and
necessity from the Nevada Transportation Authority; or

(f) A law enforcement officer or agency.
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NOTICE OF ADOPTION OF AMENDED REGULATION
