WCSD Applauds Outstanding Professionals During National School Counseling Week

Nevada Governor Brian Sandoval’s Office of Science, Innovation and Technology (OSIT) and the STEM Advisory Council have
designated Kate Smith Elementary School as a “Governor's STEM School,” based upon excellence in teaching and learning
science, technology, engineering and math (STEM).

Procter Hug High School JROTC Teamto Compete in National Leadership Bowl Championship in Washington, D.C.
After advancing through two phases of online competition, the Procter Hug High School JROTC Leadership Team competed in
person at the Championship event in Washington, D.C. This is the second time in two years that the Hug High School team went
to the national competition, where only 40 high schools from the across the United States are invited to compete each year.

Procter Hug High School Students Prepare to Achieve Advanced Placement Excellence

Procter Hug High School was one of approximately 1,000 schools worldwide to implement an innovative diploma program that
allows student scholars to develop the skills they will need to succeed in college: research, collaboration, and communication.
This diploma signifies the student's outstanding academic achievement and attainment of college-level academic and research
skills.

Academy of Arts, Careers& Technology (AACT) Students Win Second Place in NASA-Sponsored International
Challenge

A student engineering team from the AACT earned second place at the NASA Human Exploration Rover Challenge at the U.S.
Space and Rocket Center in Huntsville, Alabama. The team competed against 100 teams from high schools and colleges
around the world in engineering, technology, systems, and technical writing.

WCSD Students Earn National Merit Scholarships

Eleven high school seniors from WCSD have been awarded college-sponsored scholarships for the 2017-2018 school year.
These outstanding scholars will receive annual awards ranging from $500 to $2,000 for up to four years of undergraduate study
at the institution financing the scholarship. This year, 182 higher education institutions are sponsoring more than 4,000 Merit
Scholarship awards. Sponsor colleges and universities include 103 private and 29 public institutions located in 44 states and the
District of Columbia.

Two WCSD Students Win National Merit Scholarships

Two high school seniors from Reno High School and McQueen High School were awarded National Merit Scholarships for the
2017-2018 school year. These two outstanding scholars were chosen from among more than 15,000 outstanding finalists in the
2017 National Merit Scholarship Program. Each student will receive $2,500.

Students Make Their Voices Heard at “Strength in Voices” Conference

The third annual “Strength in Voices” conference offered more than 300 students from middle- and high school to gather to share
their thoughts, ideas, and concerns with WCSD administrators and staff. The students participated in team-building activities,
student-led breakout sessions, panel discussions, lunch, and presentations by their fellow students, Board of Trustees President
Dr. Angie Taylor, and Vice President Katy Simon Holland.

WCSD Volunteer Services receives prestigious National Service Enterprise Certification

Volunteer Services Department was awarded the National Service Enterprise Certification in Volunteer
Management/Engagement by the Point of Light and Nevada Volunteers. This prestigious award recognizes the tremendous
achievements of staff and volunteers supporting students in WCSD schools and classrooms.

Run for Education Raises Money for WCSD Health and Academic Fitness

We had 3,900 runners participate in the Run for Education — 2,800 were students from 80 schools, including charter schools,
with 8,500 attendees! In 2016, more than $130,414 was raised and to date, more than $1.7 million has been raised to fund health
and academic initiatives in schools!

Passage of WC-1, District Gains Funding to Build, Repair Schools

After more than a decade of community efforts to increase badly-needed capital funds, the passage of ballot question WC-1 in
November 2016 gave the District enough revenue to address building conditions and overcrowding across the county. The
District recently launched a new website, www.WCSDbuilding.com, to show the community exactly what the funding is and will
be used for, including information on everything from the entire plan for new schools to pictures and descriptions of individual
repairs projects.

WCSD Recognized as One of the Best Communities for Music Education

WCSD’s music program was designated as among the “Best Communities for Music Education” by the National Association of
Music Merchants. Every year, this nationally recognized non-profit organizations honors schools that demonstrate a strong
commitment to music and arts as part of a well-rounded education for every child in their school district.

Nevada’s Top Ten U.S. News & World Report Issues New Rankings

A national report issued by U.S. News & World Report ranks three WCSD high schools among Nevada’s top 10 high schools.
The annual report includes data on more than 22,000 public high schools in the 50 states and the District of Columbia. Coral
Academy of Science Charter School ranked third, Academy of Arts, Careers & Technology (AACT) ranked fourth, Reno High
School ranked seventh, and McQueen High School achieved eighth place.

WCSD Earns Prestigious Award for Budget Presentation

The Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) awarded the WCSD its Distinguished Budget Presentation Award.
Additionally, the GFOA recognized WCSD for its Popular Annual Financial Report (PAFR) for the year ending June 30, 2016.
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WCSD Procurement Department Recognized for Excellence

For the 16th consecutive year, the National Procurement Institute, an organization which evaluates public and non-profit
agencies for organizational excellence in procurement, innovation, professionalism, e-procurement, productivity, and leadership
attributes, recognized the WCSD for excellence in procurement. WCSD is one of just five agencies in Nevada and one of only 26
school districts in the United States and Canada to receive the award this year.

WCSD Earns National Recogpnition for Financial Excellence

For the 16th consecutive year, the WCSD has been recognized for responsible fiscal practices by the Government Finance
Officers Association (GFOA). The group awarded its Certification of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting to the
WCSD Office of Business & Financial Services in recognition of its award-winning Comprehensive Annual Financial Report
(CAFR) for the fiscal year that ended June 30, 2016.

WCSD Applauded for Fiscal Responsibility: District Earns Favorable Financial Ratings and Annual Independent Audit
Shows Excellent Outcomes

Eide Bailly LLC praised the District for achieving the highest level of assurance during its annual audit for the fiscal year ending in
June, 2016. In issuing its opinion, Eide Bailly LLC identified no material weaknesses or significant deficiencies or findings. In
addition, WCSD has earned an “AA” long-term rating from Standard & Poor’s (S&P) and an “Aa3” rating from Moody’s Investor
Service, with stable outlooks from both. These rating firms complimented the District for its strong fiscal management and
conservative budgeting practices.

Performance Outcomes:

teacher experience and the percentage of teachers with advanced educational degrees.

e WCSD Zoom schools have shown positive results in language and literacy development.

District Communication Efforts

The following was accomplished in engagement during the 2016-2017 school year in support of the Washoe County School
District's (WCSD) strategic plan. The Title | Department, the Department of Family-School Partnerships, and the Department of
Child & Family Services worked in collaboration with the District's Council on Family Engagement to implement district-wide
initiatives for family engagement which included:

e The Department of Child & Family Services partners with families in multiple ways including: parent workshops in
developing literacy, parenting tools, information on how children are growing and changing in the pre-k year and information
on the influences of technology and media on young children. Several large literacy, math and science events are also
hosted throughout the year where families learn about resources and activities to support learning outside of the
classroom.

o Title | funds and provides supports to Parent Involvement Facilitators hired at each of the district’s Title | schools in order to
provide families academic support and fulfill the vision of ESEA section 1118.

o Professional development on family engagement for Parent Involvement Facilitators, teachers and administrators through
district programs such as Washoe Academy of School Leaders, Lead-Teach-Learn Administrator Meetings, Teal
Tuesdays with Learning Strategists, in-services on family engagement for school staff and Saturday CAFEs with teachers.

e Tracked Parent Involvement Facilitator (PIF) and high school Family Graduation Advocate (FGA) academic contacts with
families in Infinite Campus Student Information System to provide continuous improvement and focus the PIF and FGA
positions on supporting families with their child’s academic achievement. Improved this process so schools can now pull
their own reports in the district’s data warehouse.

e Nevada KIDS grant has provided specific support to numerous schools on family literacy including but not limited to:
increased the number of school implementing Academic Parent Teacher Teams and the Parent Teacher Home Visit
Project, provided families with information on literacy learning opportunities during winter and spring breaks, provided
professional learning on family engagement tied to literacy with Learning Strategists during Teal Tuesdays.

e Continued the sixth year of the WCSD Parent University to provide more than 300 free classes to families focused on how
to support a child’s learning at home, how to understand data and your child’s progress as well as support for college and
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career readiness. Classes are taught in schools and community based locations and offer free childcare and
interpretation.

o Parent University also offered two Family Access Days held at the University of Nevada, Reno in partnership with UNR and
Truckee Meadows Community College. The Family Access Days provided families with an all-day Saturday workshop on
the path to college from pre-k through high school. Student Support Services also held its first Family Summit for Special
Education on a Saturday.

e All schools created a comprehensive plan for family engagement incorporated into the School Performance Plan as part of
the district's School Performance Framework.

e Support is provided for the district’'s Council on Family Engagement, an advisory volunteer board that works in partnership
with the district on WCSD’s family engagement efforts. The Council makes recommendations to the Superintendent about
best practices that should be implemented to support the board policy on family engagement.

e The WCSD COFE's Professional Development committee implemented 4 sessions of a 16-hour class on family
engagement for teachers and other school personnel through Title Il. Continued a district-wide Parent Climate Survey
aligned with the student and staff survey.

e Continued the use of paper surveys to ensure that all parents had an equitable chance of providing input. Climate data is
reported back to schools individually and is also used for district foundational goals.

e Supported the positive Parent Teacher Home Visit Program in 33 schools and Academic Parent Teacher Teams in 7
schools. The district is on-track to complete its goal of more than 2,400 positive home visits in WCSD this school year.

Discipline
The mission of the Office of Student Supports is to provide a clear vision and leadership by:

e Develop and implement positive behavioral interventions and supports for all students

e Create a framework of support for staff and students for guiding disciplinary procedures & actions

e Communicate and collaborate with internal and external stakeholders in order to support students and educators in the
social and emotional success for all students

The WCSD continues to use teamwork collaboration and inclusive to address behavior and discipline.
As of the end of this school year, all schools have received Social Emotional Learning and Multi-Tiered System of Support.

To accomplish our mission, during the 2016-2017 school year the WCSD took several steps to decrease the number of major
behavioral incidents, as well as the number of incidents related to bullying or cyber bullying.

During the 2016-207 year the WCSD started a pilot program at three middle schools in the utilization of Restorative Practices.
Additionally, all district schools were availed the opportunity to receive training in Restorative Practices at monthly district
administration meetings. Plans are being review to set forth a program to implement restorative practices through all district
schools in conjunction with Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports and Social Emotional Learning.

A bullying and cyberbullying resource manual was created to assist in the reporting investigation and support of these cases.

Mandatory training in Safe Schools, bullying and cyberbullying, harassment and Safe and Respectful Environments have been
included in districtwide staff requirements.

The WCSD continues to examine student behavior, school climate and safety data. All schools participate in climate and safety
surveys annually, which include parents, students and staff results.

The WCSD created a Department of Civil Rights Compliance in the Office of General Counsel and hired an attorney as the
Director to support staff and student cases.

Department of Civil Rights Compliance
The Department of Civil Rights Compliance (DCRC) has the following responsibilities:

e Ensure that Board Policy, Administrative Regulations and Procedures are in place to ensure a safe and respectful school
environment for all students and staff

e Create a streamlined procedure for filing and resolving complaints and appeals

e Present training and act as a resource to school administrators responsible for investigating bullying complaints

e Establish relationships with the Nevada Department of Education and the Office of Civil Rights and resolve complaints filed
with these agencies

As an on-going practice the WCSD engages in providing a Behavioral Matrix which also serves as the WCSD's Progressive
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Discipline Plan. This document is designed to support administrator’s in providing consistency in disciplinary consequences.
This document is reviewed and revised by a multi-disciplinary team and all administrators have the opportunity to receive training

on the Behavioral Matrix on an annual basis.

Procedures related to behavior and discipline are currently under revision for the 17-18 school year.
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Data are provided by the Nevada Department of Education from the state student information system. Gender, race/ethnicity, and special student
populations are reported as of count day.
