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Article IV. of the Constitut ion , requiring that" the Legislature shall not 
pass local or speciiil laws * * * for the assessment and collection of 
taxes for State, county and towuship purposes;" also, with section 21, 
Article IV., commanding that "in all cases enumerated in the preceding 
sections, and in nll other cases where u g-eneral law cnn be made appli­
cable, all laws shall be geneml an<1 of uniform operation th roughout the 
State." There is a general law on this subject on our statute books at the 
presen t time (section 1 ,188, p . 344, General Statutes of Nevada) and, 
therefore, it can not be c1)1Jtended that n gunernl law is impracticable. 
Further, the bill is in violation of section 1, Article X., which directs 
that ''the L egislature shall provide by law fo i· a uniform and equal rate 
of assessment and taxatiou. " This constitutional provision "requires 
that all ad valorem taxes shall be at a uniform rate or percentage." [State 
v. Enstabrook, 3 Nevada, p. 173; City of Virginia v. Ohollar -P otosi, 2 
Nevada, p . 8(); State v. J.\1anlrntta u Silver Mining Company, 4 Nevada, 
p. 819. J This statute manifestly infringes upon provisions of the Con­
stitution, and I fear the courts would bold it voill. 

I am informed tlrnt the friends of the bill have secured the passage of 
a general law covering this subject. This I am glad to learn, as this · 
veto, io that event, will not leave .Nye county unprovided with a measure 
her citizens earnestly desir e.

1Iy objections to this Act are 
based upon the com wands of Section 17, Ar ticle IV. of the Constitution 
of th e State, that " uo law shall be r evised or amended by r efer ence to 
its title only , but , in such case, the Act as r evised, or section as amended, 
shall be re-enacted aud published nt length." Th e L egislature did not 
proped y refer to th e A.ct "approved l\Iarch 18, 1891." A bill amending 
a statute shonld r efer to an<l correctly quote the title to the Act to be 
aruen<lecl, and wllere the original statute has already been nmended and 
it is desirous to again amend the section, the measur e should intelligently 
refer to the last amendatory statute. This has not been done in this bill. 
1' he title of the Act is essentially different from the title of the Act 
specified in the amended Act. The words "entitled an Act" are 
omitted immediately preceding the words " to p1·ovide," etc. , in the first 
line of the title to the bill. The Constitution declares that " no law shall 
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be revised or amended by reference to it::; title only." This provision 
does not au thorize the Legislature to dispense with a r eference to the 
title of the Act sought to be amended. It wns intended by the framers 
of tho CoJJstitution that, in the revision or amendment of a statute, " the 
title of the Act to be amended should be referred to." L F eible11Jall'vs. 
State, fl8 Iudianu, p. 520; State vs. Hallock, 19 Nevada, p. 387.J "'£he 
proper rnetl10d of complying with this clause of the Constitution would 
be to correctly copy the title of the Act referred to. If any other course 
is pursued, it might lead to endless confusion and uncertainty, which, 
among other things, the constitutional provision intended to prevent."

It seems to be finally settle<l by the courts that 1111 amendatory law 
must r efer to the last enactment of the statute sought to be amended, 
and correctly copy the title of the said statute. l!'ailing to do this, it 
would be inoperative and void for a non-compliance with the constitu­
tional provisions . 

Were I to approve this bill, I am satisfi ed it would only cumber the 
laws of the State as a void Act.
