Assembly Bill No. 348. 
The following Senate amendments were read: 
Amend sections 6 and 7 by striking out a ll of sections 6 and 7. and 

substituting therefor t he following sections: 6, 7, 8, 9, and 10: 
Sec. 6. To provide sa id State Office Building Fund in the Rta te 

Treasun1 • the Governor, Secretary of State, and Attorne.v General of 
the State of Nevada are hercb,- constituted a commission and are 
hereby authorized and directed to issue bonds of the State of Nevada 
as and when needed in a sum not to exceed six hundred thousand dol­
lars ($600,000 ) . Said bonds shall be in deHominations of fi ve thou and 
dollars ($5,000 ) each, payable in legal tender of the United States, and 
shall be numbered serially, and when ret ired shall be retired in t he 
order of tl1eir issuance. Such bonds shall be signed by the Governor 
and endorsed by the Secreta1·y of State and Attorney Gener al. counter­
signed by the State Controller and authenticated b~1 the g reat seal of 
the S tate of Nevada. Said bonds shall bear interest at the rate of not 
more than three (3%) per cent per annum, said rate of interest to be 
fixed by said State Board of Control , payable semiannuall~', that is to 
sa~-, on the first day of Januar~' and the fi.i·st clay of July of each year. 
the first payment thereof to be on the first clay of January 1950 ; and 
said bonds shall be redeemed and p aid within twent~r (20 ) year s from 
t he date of issuance. 

Sec. 7. Upon the issuance and execution of said bonds, the same 
may be sold and delivered to the State Permanent School Fund. 
'l'eachers' Retirement F und , Uni versity Ninety-Thousand-Acr e Grant 
l"und, the Univer. i ty Seventy-'fwo Section Gr ant Fund, the State 
Tnsurance Fund of the Nevada Industri al Commission, and snch other 
• tate funds as may have money ava ilable for legal inYestment in such 
bonds as rnone.vs may be available in the State Treasury in said bonds, 
Ol' either or any of them. without advertising- said bonds for sale or 
calling for bids ther eon . 

Sec. . If such money be not arnilabl e in any 0 1· all of said funds. 
the bonds herein provided for ma~' be sold fis needed .for the pn rposes 
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herein stated at public or private sale as said board may deem for the 
best interests of the State. Said bonds shall be sold at not less than 
par, and the proceeds thereof shall be placed in a fond to b e kno'rn 
as the State Office Building Fund, and shall be so issued and sold onl~­
as and when needed. At least one (1) of said bonds of five thousand 
dollars ($5,000 ) each shall be redeemed on each of said interest-paying­
da tes for the payment of such interest, as provided herein, and to be 
specified in said bonds for the payment of said interest commencing­
on January 1, 1950; provided, all said bonds shall be redeemed ancl 
paid within twenty (20 ) years from th e date of issuance. 

Sec. 9. There is hereby appropriated from the Postwar Reserve 
Fund for the biennium ending June 30, 1951, the sum of one hundred 
thousand dollars ($100,000 ) to pay the principal and interest on said 
bonds as and when they fall due. All moneys her ein appropriated, or 
so much thereof as may be necessary, shall be paid into the Consoli­
dated Bond Interest and Redemption Fund of the State of Nevada. 
under the provisions of Chapter 197, Statutes of Nernda 1939, ancl 
disbursed as provided therein for the purposes of this Act. 

Sec. 10. This Act shall become effectiYe immediately upon its pas­
sage and approval.
