considerntion at a later date. 

I feel that in the pas t we have not given s uflicient consideration to the 
protection of our lh ·es and proper ty ru1d the presern1tio11 of onr democrat ic 
wny of life during a natura l or war-causecl di saster. 

Contra ry to some reports you may bave beard, much progress has been 
made in t11e progrnm during the 13 years the State Civil Defense Agency bas 
been in existence. W'e are getting better leadership f rom the federal govern­
ment. the planning bas been cla r ified, and the organizntion of the program hns 
been greatly improved. 

The federal go\'e rument each year is giving the states more assistance for 
ci\'il defeuse. by provicling matching funds f ot· personnel, administration, equip­
ment. training, communications, issuing invitationa l t ravel orders, and by 
dona ting radiological equipment. Also, emergency hospitals, of which Nevada 
bas 21, are stored throughou t the states. 

'l' he federal go\'ernment can go just so far in helping us to develop an 
adequate cil·iJ defense capability, because it is necessary that state funds be 
provided for ma tell ing and tha t we have sufficien t staff members in the s tate 
agency to coordinate the program as outlined by the federal government. 

The new concept in c ivil clefense is to provide shelters, not only for every 
citizen of om· count ry, bu t extra shelters in the event people are t raveling or 
visiting nway from home. The aim is to provide 240 million shelter spaces in 
the Uni ted States during a 5-year period, and to have them stocked with f ed­
ernl s npplies. 
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A h ill was Jl:l><sNl by the House last Septembe r, and is now in t he Senate 
Armed Forces Committee, to provide financia l assistance from the federal 
.c:on~rnment, $2ii 1>e1· she lter space of 10 square feet, in schools, hospitals, wel­
fare institutious, and ex isting and new county, state, and federa l structures. 

The goa l of IJ .R. 8200, the Shelter Development Bill, is to provide a bout 
no million she lter spaces in addition to t he 90 million already made available 
through the 1'a1 ional Shelter SmTey, i\farking, and Stocking Program. 

l'rcsicleut Lyndon R. J ohnson has recommended the passage of H.R. 8200 
nnd in nddi tion an ader1unte federal civil defense budget. H e has recommended 
a $1.3 hillion ('\lt in the Defense Department budget, but he has further 
reeomme11de<l t hat the c h·i l defense budget be inc reased fom·-fold, from $100 
million to $400 million. 

HeC'rl:'tary of Defense R ober t S. )!cXamara , in testimony hefore the House 
Arnwd Seryices Committee, sta ted: 

'"Far more in1portant: the effectiveness of an active ba llistic missile 
defense ,:~·stem in s:wing lives depends in large part upon the existence of a n 
adequ111·e ch· il defense system. Indeed. in the absence of adequa te fa llout 
s lwlter:-:. nn acth·e defense might not s ignificantly increase the proportion of 
t he population surviving an 'a ll out' nuclear attack. 

' ·OffensiYe missiles could easily be targeted at points outside the defended 
aren nnd thereby achieve by fallout whn t otherwi ·e would have to be achieved 
b.v hlast and heat effects. l!'or this reason, the very austere civil defense pro­
g-ra m reeommendecl by the Pres ident, which I will discuss Inter , should be 
g-h·en priority o,·e1· p rocurement nnd deployment of a ny major addit ions to 
t he a c1 h·e defenses. 

'•(' id! defen>:e is an integral nnd essentia l part of our over-n il defense pos­
tu re. l believe it is clear from my discussions of tbe Strategic Retaliatory and 
Continenta l Air nnd )lissilr Defense Forces that a well planned a nd execu ted 
na tiouwide c h·il defense progrnm cen tered around fallou t shelters could con­
trilJUl<' much mlll'e. dollar for dollar, to the saving of lives in the event of a 
nucl<'llr attack upon the u nited States thnn any fm·ther increases in either of 
t hose two prog-rnms. Indeed, ou r studies indicate that an effective civil defense 
Jll"og-1·nm could increase the number of 11ersons surviving a determined Soviet 
n11c!Pa r attHek in the 1970 period by tens of millions, at a total investment 
cost to the federal .c:overnment of about $31h billion." 

r\('\"tHla is fa r ahead of the national a ,·erag-e in locating shelter s pnce for 
our c itizens; we now have spaces fOl· abou t 35 percent of out· population. We 
ha ,·e lof'nted !)8.167 spaces in 144 fac ili ties, 9i"i.063 of which hn ve been marked 
nnd 73.025 s tock<'d. '.rhe federnl stoekpile8 are be ing· s hip11Nl into. o r stored 
near, the shrl h!rs nt the present time. 'J'he re a1'(• 11 ho11t fiO adcli1ional buildings 
a nd other fa cili ti es on the updating lis t, which are be ing sun·eyed by the 
tirm of Lockard, Casazza & P11rsons & Associates . 

Our s tate ciYil defense budget should he a ma tter of graYC' conf'ern to 11><. 
As you know. for the pas1 se,·eral years the mone.v approp1·ia1e<l fo r <·h·il 
defense hns ranged from $17.000 to the vresent $21.018. whic h. s ince .Tnnuary 
1961, ha s been mntched with feder al funds . 

In 1960. the Co11gress of t he United St>1tes passed PLS;)....606. which pro\"ided 
matching funds to s tate 1111d local agencies fo r personne l an<l 11dmi11istrath·e 
expensrs. During the 10 years prior to that time. the Stnte CiYil ])efC'nse 
Agenc·y s taff consisted of two 11ersons. Throug h the use of ft><lera l fumls. t he 
staff has hee11 inc rease<l to five, but the money provided for ci\·it defense in 
our State is still not sufficient to coordinate a s tntewide progrnm. 

One factor has been oYerlooked by the f_,egisl'1ture in ap1)]·0,·ing the c-h·i t 
defen se budget. During a nntural disns ter , such as n flood, an earthqu11ke, 
drought conditions, etc., of which many hnYe occ:u rred in Nrn1cla, there are 
many ndded expenses. 

JiJach t ime we have a natura l disaster , it requires 30 to 60 days of o ne 
person's t ime to inspect t he damage, make application for federnl f unds, 
ins pect t he work when it is completed, work with federa l nuditors. not to 
mention extra clerical work, office supplies, telephone, etc. No funds have 
ever been appropriated for these emergencies, nncl during that time it is 
especially difficult to cover the expenses with t he normal civil defense budget. 
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In addition. many hours of OYcrtime work nre required by members of the 
State CiYi! Defense Agency staff. 

Since WGl, there hnrn been approximately $750.000 in federal funds admin­
istered by the state agency on floods in six counties of " 'estern ~entrla and 
the Bnttle llfountain area. 

In addition to the s tate staff, fh·e men in othe r departments are working 
full time on civil defense and paid entirely by the federal go,·emment. They 
are: Howard Rawls, health mobili;rn t ion consultant, in charge of t he medical 
self-help program and emergency hospitals; Lee IL Burnhnm. defense and 
mobilization coordimHor. Em11loyment Securi ty Department: T .. Joseph Sny­
der, rural civil defense specialist, Max C. Fleischmann College of Agriculture, 
TJniYersi ty of Nevnda, on the rural civil defense program: and N'. H. Can·ei-. 
coorrlinnl·or. and Vincent Conners. instructor, ciYil defense training program, 
UniYersity of Nevada Statewide Services. 

I am s ure you arc interested in the continuity of goYernment legis lation. 
which \YOuld provide succession to office. presen·ation of records . protected 
emergency OJ!Cra ting centers, and full utiliznt ion of goYernment facilities in 
emergency. 

The bill. introduced by Scnntor Walter Whitac1·e and passed in rnGl, nnrl 
passed again in 1963. is now ready for a vote of t he people. You "·ill find 011 

the NoYember ballot an amendment to the Consti t ution to proYide fo1· this 
important legis lation. 

'.l'he federal adult education program, which is being conducted in 47 of 
the 50 s tates, has not yet been started in Nevada becnuse tile State Legislature 
ha s refused to accept it . 'J'his progrnm, whicb proYides for a 10-hour nig-h t 
school course in personnl n11d family sunival. is entirely financed by the 
feden1l goYerument and would enable the people of our State to reccil·e a 
great deal of information about ciYi! defense. 

In 1960, the Department of Health, Education. nnd Welfare ini tiated the 
program by contrncti11g with s even s tates for this instruction. In 1961, both 
the Stnte Department of Education and the State Ci\·il Defense Agency wrote 
t o Washington, D.C., inqui ring about the program. All funds had been a llotted 
for 1961. but Nevada was offered a contract to provide $20.000 in federal funds 
for the 10-hour nigh t school course to be tnught from .Jnnurtry 1962. through 
July 1962. 

Byron Stetler, State Superintendent of Public Ins truct ion. stated thnt. 
acconling to Assembly Bill Ko. 130. Chapter 39, of the Nentda 1961 Statutes. 
the State D epa rtment of Educa tion could nccept these federal funds hut 
would not be allowed to spend them without legisln ti\·e sanction. For thn t 
reason. the contract wns returned to the Department of Health. Education. 
nnd '¥elfare, informing them that we could not participate in the program. 
nnd of course the money wns reapportioned among other s tates participating 
in the program. 

Again last year, the federal government offered the State of Nevada $50,000 
to ha,·e this program administen'.d in Nevada from July 1, 1963, through June 
1964. '.l' his program wns included in the budget of the Department of Educa­
tion. a nd the Legislature cut it out. Again, the Department of Health, Educa­
tion, and 'Velfare was informed that we could not participate in the program, 
and the money was again reapportioned to other s tates. 

The only s tates not participating in this program nt the present time are 
Michigan, Utah, and Nevada. 'l'bese funds a re still available from the federal 
go,·ernment and the program can be initiated in Nevada if the State Legisla­
ture will approve the funds. 

Kext year, an amendment to the state law will be presented to the Legisla­
ture, proposing a change in the number of members on the State Civil Defense 
Advisory Committee from 15-25 to 5 members. This change is recommended 
because of lack of travel funds in arranging meetings. 

In summarizing, we need: 
(1) A rensonable state civil defense budget, not only for normal t imes, but 

to take care of administrative costs in natural disas ters and to properly 
coordinate the civil defense program throughout the State. 

(2) Passnge of the amendment to the Constitution in the Novembe1· election 
to rn·oyide for continuity of government. 
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(3) Acceptance lJy the State Legislature of the Federal Adult Education Pro­
gram to pro>ide fo1· the 10-hour night school course in Individual and Family 
Su rvival. 

(4) Change in the State Civil Defense Law to r educe the number of mem­
ber:-; on the State CiYil Defense Advisory Council to fiYe.
