Pursuant to NRS 353.269, the Treasurer’s Office requests an allocation of $247,500 from the
Interim Finance Committee Contingency Account to fund Phase 1 of the startup costs for the
Education Savings Account Program created in SB302 during the 2015 Legislative Session.

Additional Information:

The start-up of the Education Saving Account Program will be in three phases, Phase 1 is the
technology request to build and maintain a new enrollment program for Nevadans’ wanting to
participate in the Education Savings Account Program as well as manage the accounting of all
students, participating entities and funds. The new enrollment program will allow for
automation of the enrollment process which will eliminate the need for manual processes, reduce
errors, reduce potential fraud and reduce the need for additional staff members. In addition to
the enrollment program, a new record keeping program will allow an electronic invoicing system
to be used for payments to the participating entities and track all requests for reimbursement on
eligible expenses,. The automated invoicing system will help reduce the need for staff to
individually adjudicate all claims and minimize errors and potential fraud. Phases 2 and 3 will
be requests for additional staff to maintain the Education Savings Account Program as
determined due to actual activity in this program. The programing costs are anticipated to be
$242,500 with an additional $5,000 anticipated for the record keeping interface of the banking

system.
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The Treasurer’s Office anticipates paying back the Interim Finance Committee Contingency
Account once the program is up and running and the revenues to administer the program are
realized.

Budget Account's Primary Purpose, Function and Statutory Authority

The State Treasurer's Office directs the management of financial transactions conducted on behalf of the state.
Responsibilities include: investing state and local government funds, issuing and servicing debt on behalf of the state,
managing the state's Collateral Pool Program, and distributing interest earnings to statutorily approved funds and
budget accounts. The office is also responsible for managing the state's banking relationships, drawing federal funds,
and the distribution of state checks.

Purpose of Work Program

Addition of $247,500 in Transfer from Interim Finance Contingency account to fund the programing and implementation
of the Education Savings Account Program approved in SB3023 during the 2015 Legislative Session. The Treasurer's
Office anticipates paying back the Interim Finance Committee Contingency Account once the program is up and
running and the revenues to administer the program are realized.

Justification

The Treasurer's Office became responsible for a new Education Savings Account (ESA) program by Senate Bill 302 in
the 2015 Legislative Session. During Legislation the Treasurer's Office was not given authority to build an operating
system and staff employees for this program.

To help keep the ESA salaries, expenditures and revenue separate from the other 1080 items we would like to request
special use categories for our expenditures, a job number for all ESA related salaries and new revenue codes to record
all incoming ESA assessment fees.

In order for the Treasurer's office to be operating with the new ESA program on January 4th, 2016 we will need to build
two new systems. An enroliment program will be built for the parents and participating entities which has an
implementation cost of $242,500. We will also need a record keeping system for accounting purposes which has an
implementation cost of $5,000. The total of the two program builds comes to $247,500.

Expected Benefits to be Realized

The expected benefits to be realized from this request is to build and maintain a new enrollment program for Nevadan's
wanting to participate in the ESA program as well as manage the accounting of all students, participating entities and
funds. The new enroliment program will allow for automation of the enroliment process which will eliminate the need for
manual processes, reduce errors, reduce potential fraud and reduce the need for additional staff members. In addition
to the enroliment program, a new record keeping program will allow an electronic invoicing system to be used for
payments to the participating entities and track all requests for reimbursement on eligible expenses. The automated
invoicing fsystem will help reduce the need for staff to individually adjudicate all claims and minimize errors and
potential fraud.

CHAPTER..........

AN ACT relating to education; establishing a program by which a
child who receives instruction from a certain entity rather
than from a public school may receive a grant of money in an
amount equal to the statewide average basic support per-
pupil; providing for the amount of each grant to be deducted
from the total apportionment to the school district; providing
a child who receives a grant and is not enrolled in a private
school with certain rights and responsibilities; and providing
other matters properly relating thereto.

Legislative Counsel’s Digest:

Existing law requires each child between the ages of 7 and 18 years to attend a
public school of the State, attend a private school or be homeschooled. (NRS
392.040, 392.070) Existing law also provides for each school district to receive
certain funding from local sources and to receive from the State an apportionment
per pupil of basic support for the schools in the school district. (NRS 387.1235,
387.124) This bill establishes a program by which a child enrolled in a private
school may receive a grant of money in an amount equal to 90 percent, or, if the
child is a pupil with a disability or has a housechold income that is less than 185
percent of the federally designated level signifying poverty, 100 percent, of the
statewide average basic support per pupil. Sections 7 and 8 of this bill allow a
child to enroll part-time in a public school while receiving part of his or her
instruction from an entity that participates in the program to receive a partial grant.
Money from the grant may be used only for specified purposes.

Section 7 of this bill authorizes the parent of a child who is required to attend
school and who has attended a public school for 100 consecutive school days to
enter into an agreement with the State Treasurer, according to which the child will
receive instruction from certain entities and receive the grant. Each agreement is
valid for 1 school year but may be terminated early and may be renewed for any
subsequent school year. Not entering into or renewing an agreement for any given
school year does not preclude the parent from entering into or renewing an
agreement for any subsequent year.

If such an agreement is entered into, an education savings account must be
opened by the parent on behalf of the child. Under section 8 of this bill, for any
school year for which the agreement is entered into or renewed, the State Treasurer
must deposit the amount of the grant into the education savings account. Under
section 16 of this bill, the amount of the grant must be deducted from the total
apportionment to the resident school district of the child on whose behalf the grant
is made. Section 8 provides that the State Treasurer may deduct from the amount of
the grant not more than 3 percent for the administrative costs of implementing the
provisions of this bill.

Section 9 of this bill lists the authorized uses of grant money deposited in an
education savings account. Section 9 also prohibits certain refunds, rebates or
sharing of payments made from money in an education savings account.

Under section 10 of this bill, the State Treasurer may qualify private financial
management firms to manage the education savings accounts. The State Treasurer
must establish reasonable fees for the management of the education savings
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accounts. Those fees may be paid from the money deposited in an education
savings account.

Section 11 of this bill provides requirements for a private school, college or
university, program of distance education, accredited tutor or tutoring facility or the
parent of a child to participate in the grant program established by this bill by
providing instruction to children on whose behalf the grants are made. The State
Treasurer may refuse to allow such an entity to continue to participate in the
program if the State Treasurer finds that the entity fails to comply with applicable
provisions of law or has failed to provide educational services to a child who is
participating in the program. Section 16.2 of this bill authorizes a child who is
participating in the program to enroll in a program of distance education if the child
is only receiving a portion of his or her instruction from a participating entity.

Under section 12 of this bill, each child on whose behalf a grant is made must
take certain standardized examinations in mathematics and English language arts.
Subject to applicable federal privacy laws, a participating entity must provide those
test results to the Department of Education, which must aggregate the results and
publish data on the results and on the academic progress of children on behalf of
whom grants are made. Under section 13 of this bill, the State Treasurer must make
available a list of all entities who are participating in the grant program, other than
a parent of a child. Section 13 also requires the Department to require resident
school districts to provide certain academic records to participating entities.

Sections 15.1 and 16.4 of this bill provide that a child who participates in the
program but who does not enroll in a private school is an opt-in child. Section 16.4
requires the parent or guardian of such a child to notify the school district where the
child would otherwise attend or the charter school in which the child was
previously enrolled, as applicable.

Existing law requires the parent of a homeschooled child who wishes to
participate in activities at a public school, including a charter school, through a
school district or through the Nevada Interscholastic Activities Association to file a
notice of intent to participate with the school district in which the child resides.
(NRS 386.430, 386.580, 392.705) Section 16.5 of this bill enacts similar
requirements for the parents of an opt-in child who wishes to participate with the
school district. Sections 15.2 and 15.3 of this bill authorize an opt-in child to
participate in the Nevada Youth Legislature. Sections 15.4-15.8 and 16.7 of this
bill authorize an opt-in child to participate in activities at a public school, through a
school district or through the Nevada Interscholastic Activities Association if the
parent files a notice of intent to participate. Section 16.6 of this bill requires an opt-
in child who wishes to enroll in a public high school to provide proof
demonstrating competency in courses required for promotion to high school similar
to that required of a homeschooled child who wishes to enroll in a public high
school.

Section 14 of this bill provides that the provisions of this bill may not be
deemed to infringe on the independence or autonomy of any private school or to
make the actions of a private school the actions of the government of this State.
Section 15.9 of this bill exempts grants deposited in an education savings account
from a prohibition on the use of public school funds for other purposes.

Existing law requires children who are suspended or expelled from a public
school for certain reasons to enroll in a private school or program of independent
study or be homeschooled. (NRS 392.466) Section 16.8 of this bill authorizes such
a child to be an opt-in child.

Good afternoon. | have received the Treasurer’s Office request for an allocation from the Interim Finance Committee
(IFC) Contingency Account that has been submitted for the August 19, 2015 {FC meeting.

The 2015 Legislature approved Senate Bill 302, which establishes the Education Savings Account (ESA) Program. The
Treasurer’s Office submitted a request for an allocation of $247,500 from the IFC Contingency Account to fund Phase 1
of the start-up costs for the program that will be repaid once the program is up and running and the revenues to
administer the program are realized. According to the request, Phase 1 of 3 consists of the technology request to build
and maintain a new enroliment program for parents and participating entities with an implementation cost of
$242,500. The project would also include $5,000 for a recordkeeping program that will allow for electronic invoicing to
be used for payments to the participating entities and to track all requests for reimbursement on eligible

expenses. Funding for Phases 2 and 3 will be requested at a later date for staff to maintain the ESA program,

* Please provide a complete program implementation plan including the anticipated positions, revenue

projections, and operating expenditure projections for administration of the program including the audits
required in Subsection 2 of Section 10.
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Pursuant to our discussion on Tuesday, August 4, we have attached the timeline our office has created. As we
discussed, technology is key to the success of the ESA program and will help to reduce our initial and ongoing
staffing needs. Our goal is to have an integrated database and technology solution which limits the manual
adjudication of claims. The database will utilize technology (application program interface (API) calls) to
communicate with both the Department of Education (for validation of the 100 consecutive days in public
school) and the financial institution (for recordkeeping the accounts and help reduce financial transaction
costs). We will continue to work with the Governor’s office and LCB as we move through this process and
begin better understand the program needs.

Please see the attached memo sent to Purchasing requesting the approval of our emergency request to enter
into a contact absent the competitive bid process. I've attached Greg Smith’s email approval of this request.
We anticipate this contract will be considered at the September Board of Examiner’s meeting.

* Please describe which tasks will be performed by the private management firms described in Section 10 versus
staff in the Treasurer’s Office.
Per our conversation, we envision a structure which is similar to a Health Savings or Flex Spending Account in
which one firm coordinates the flow of funds to participating entities, adjudicates a portion of the claims and
record-keeps the ESA accounts. Although we are continuing to vet the details to ensure compliance with NRS
Chapter 356, we envision the funds to primarily be held in a bank account with the State’s general banking
contractor Wells Fargo. We are currently in discussions with the firm Benefit Wallet. We have a request into
Purchasing to approve an emergency request to enter into a contract with Benefit Wallet absent the
competitive bid process. Please find attached a presentation deck from Benefit Wallet. We are currently
reviewing the Scope of Work, Custodial Agreement, Master Services Agreement and Account Statement of
Work. We hope this contract will be considered at the September Board of Examiner’s meeting.

* Are existing resources available in the Treasurer’s Office to perform any or all of the required tasks?
No.

* Were other solutions considered such as contracting for the services that are proposed to be performed by staff
in the Treasurer’s Office or through the proposed IT solution?
Per our discussion on Tuesday, we have talked with both Florida and Arizona regarding their existing ESA
programs, neither of which are as inclusive as Nevada’s program. Both State programs utilize a manual
application and adjudication process which would be nearly impossible for Nevada given the anticipated
number of accounts. We feel strongly that the technology solution will reduce the number of staff needed,
help to reduce fraudulent claims, and ensure a seamless process for both parents and participating entities.

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The required system will need to provide a web interface to allow the participants and providers to
enroll, check statuses and submit the required documents for payment. The system will need to
interface with the financial institution to allow the transfer of necessary information to allow payments
to be made.

The Treasurer’s Office staff will require a dashboard type interface to validate supporting

documentation and interact with participant and provider applicants. The staff interface will require a
security and auditing system to track all activity. Certain functions will require a programmable work

flow process to allow management to approve various tasks or situations.

The development of this system will require the Treasurer’s staff to manage the project from start to
finish. Certain aspects and functions of this project will not manifest themselves until there is a usable
version, which will likely result in project scope changes to accommodate unforeseen process flow
issues.

Because of the sensitive time frame for completion of this project, December 15" 2015 with a ‘Go Live’
of January 1, 2016, we require weekly project status meetings. As the system readies for usable beta
versions, the pace of project meetings will likely increase with use case studies and bug reports.

A feature/code lock will likely occur around the November 1%, 2015 time frame to finalize the system,
complete the user interfaces and load test the system and hosting solution.

After the January 1%, 2016 go live date, we will finalize program changes and process improvements as
needed for a March 1 2016 release of version 2. Going forward any legislative or other changes will be
developed and deployed as needed.

This project will require considerable resources and time from the Treasurer’s staff to be successful and
on schedule as required in SB 302.

Per the telephone voicemail message you received from Grant Hewitt yesterday, the Treasurer’s office is seeking a
waiver to the TIR pursuant to NRS 242.131. SB302 was passed in the 78th Legislative Session. The bill creates an
Education Savings Account (ESA) Program which allows expanded school choice through State funded accounts. The
Treasurer’s office is responsible for the development and implementation of Nevada’s new ESA program. As part of the
implementation, we are seeking a technology vendor to create the database and infrastructure for the program.

CHAPTER.........

AN ACT relating to state lands; authorizing the exchange of certain
parcels of land with the Reno-Sparks Indian Colony;
authorizing the construction of a new restitution center for
the Department of Corrections; authorizing an agreement to
share sales tax revenue from a proposed retail project on
property owned by the Reno-Sparks Indian Colony; and
providing other matters propetly relating thereto.

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA. REPRESENTED IX
SENATE AND ASSEMBLY. DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. 1. The State, with the approval of the Interim
Finance Commiftes, may enter into a contract with the Reno-Sparks
Indian Colony fo carry out the provisions of this act. The State shall
not commit to any portion of the transaction authorized by this act
unless an agreement has been reached to carry out all of the
Provisions.

2. The contract authorized pursuant to this act must include the
followimng:

mechanics, semiskilled workmen or unskilled labor who perform
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work on the construction of the restitution center. The desi gn of the
restitution center and the contract for construction must be approved
by the Department of Corrections.

(b) Upon completion of the construction of the restifution center
pursuant to paragraph (a), an agreement between the State and the
Reno-Sparks Indian Colony for the lease-purchase of the facility by
the State. To the extent that they do not conflict with the Provisions
of this act, the provisions of NRS 353.500 to 353,630, mnclusive,
apply to a lease-purchase agreement entered into pursuant to this
paragraph.

WHEREAS, the State shall not commit to any portion of the transactions authorized by AB 299
unless an agreement has been reached to carry out all of the provisions of AB 299.

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is
acknowledged, the Partles agree as follows:

ARTICLE I--DEFINITIONS

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO DEVELOPMENT AND FINANCING AGREEMENT
ASSEMBLY BILL 299 OF THE 2005 NEVADA LEGISLATURE

This First Amendment to Development and Financing Agreement {"First

Amendment”) is made as of this day of , 2015, by and

between the Reno-Sparks Indian Colony, a federally recognized Indian tribe ("RSIC"),
organized pursuant to the provisions of the Indian Reorganization Act of June 18, 1934
(48 Stat. 984, 25 U.S.C. § 476) as amended, and the State of Nevada ("State"), by and
through the Nevada Division of State Lands, Department of Conservation and Natural
Resources, (“State Lands”), the Nevada Department of Corrections (“NDOC”), and the
State Public Works Division, Department of Administration (“SPWD”) (collectively

referred to as “the Parties”).
RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Parties have previously entered into that certain Development and

Financing Agreement effective February 6, 2013 (“the Agreement”).

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to amend Article V, Operation of Tribal Land, State Land,
and Land Exchange, Section 5.3 of the Agreement as pertaining to the Land Exchange

provided for in the Agreement.

WHEREAS, the Agreement currently provides that the Parties will exchange the State

Land and the Tribal Land exclusive of water rights;

WHEREAS, subsequent to the execution of the Agreement, RSIC transferred an
additional 11.02 acre-feet of water from existing credits on other land it owns and from
existing water rights owned by RSIC to the Tribal Land so that a total of 15.33 acre-feet

of water credits are now associated with the Tribal Land;

WHEREAS, this transfer was required by the Truckee Meadows Water Authority and will

provide sufficient water to serve the Restitution Center;

WHEREAS, the State owns sufficient water rights in the TMWA service area such that it

has or would be entitled to 15.33 acre-feet of water credits from TMWA;

WHEREAS, the exchange of the State Land and the Tribal Land inclusive of 15.33 acre
feet of water credits will result in an exchange of equal amounts and value of water
credits and will expedite the process of obtaining the necessary utility service on the

respective sites.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing Recitals, the mutual agreements,
covenants and promises contained in this First Amendment and other good and
valuable consideration, the receipt, sufficiency and validity of which are hereby

acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:
AGREEMENT:

1. Definitions. Capitalized terms used in this First Amendment without definition
shall have the meanings assigned to such terms in the Agreement, unless the context

expressly requires otherwise.

2. Article V, Section 5.3. Article V, Section 5.3 of the Agreement shall be amended

to read as follows:

Upon satisfaction of any and all other conditions that may be contained herein,
completion of the Construction Project, and the issuance of a Certificate of
Occupancy for the Restitution Center, RSIC shall convey the Tribal Land along
with any and all improvements thereon to State and State shall convey the State
Land along with any and all improvements thereon at the time of Closing, to
RSIC. The properties (collectively referred to as “the Property”) to be exchanged
hereunder shall be conveyed inclusive of all water rights, credits, ditch rights or

water-related rights appurtenant, dedicated, or otherwise related thereto.
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3. Full Force and Effect. Except as expressly modified by this First Amendment, the

Agreement remains unmodified and in full force and effect. All references in the
Agreement to “this Agreement” or “the Agreement” shall be deemed references to the

Agreement as modified by this First Amendment.

4, Counterparts; Facsimile Signatures. This First Amendment may be executed in

oneé or more counterparts and the signature pages combined to constitute one
document. Facsimile signatures shall have the same force and effect as original

signatures.

NRS: CHAPTER 209 - DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS Page 1 of 1

NRS 209.4817 Committee on Industrial Programs: Creation; members; terms of appointed members;
appointment of alternate members; payment of compensation, allowances and travel expenses.

1. The Committee on Industrial Programs is hereby created.

2. The Committee consists of the Director of the Department, the Administrator of the Purchasing Division of the
Department of Administration and nine regular members appointed by the Interim Finance Committee as follows:

(a) Two members of the Senate.

(b) Two members of the Assembly.

(c) Two persons who represent manufacturing in this State.

(d) One person who represents business in this State.

(e) Two persons who represent organized labor in this State.

3. The regular members of the Committee shall select a Chair from among their membership.

4. Each regular member of the Committee appointed by the Interim Finance Committee must be appointed to a term
of 2 years and may be reappointed.

5. At the first meeting of the Committee following each regular session of the Legislature, the Chair of the
Committee may appoint nine alternate members to serve in the place of regular members who are unable to attend a
meeting or perform their duties, as follows:

(a) Two members of the Senate, each of whom may serve in the place of a member of the Senate appointed pursuant
to paragraph (a) of subsection 2.

(b) Two members of the Assembly, each of whom may serve in the place of a regular member of the Assembly
appointed pursuant to paragraph (b) of subsection 2.

(¢) Two persons who represent manufacturing in this State, each of whom may serve in the place of a person
appointed pursuant to paragraph (c) of subsection 2.

(d) One person who represents business in this State, who may serve in the place of the person appointed pursuant to
paragraph (d) of subsection 2.

(e) Two persons who represent organized labor in this State, each of whom may serve in the place of a person
appointed pursuant to paragraph (e) of subsection 2.
= Each alternate member appointed by the Chair must be appointed to a term of 2 years and may be reappointed.

6. Except during a regular or special session of the Legislature, each Legislator who is a regular member or an
alternate member of the Committee is entitled to receive the compensation provided for a majority of the members of the
Legislature during the first 60 days of the preceding regular session for each day or portion of a day during which the
Legislator attends a meeting of the Committee or is otherwise engaged in the work of the Committee. Each nonlegislative
regular member or alternate member appointed by the Interim Finance Committee or the Chair of the Committee on
Industrial Programs is entitled to receive compensation for the member’s service on the Committee on Industrial Programs
in the same amount and manner as the legislative regular members or alternate members whether or not the Legislature is
in session. Each nonlegislative regular member or alternate member of the Committee is entitled to receive the per diem
allowance and travel expenses provided for state officers and employees generally. Each Legislator who is a regular
member or an alternate member of the Committee is entitled to receive the per diem allowance provided for state officers
and employees generally and the travel expenses provided pursuant to NRS 218A.655. All compensation, allowances and
travel expenses must be paid from the Fund for Prison Industries.

1. Please provide the Department’s timeline and implementation plan for the new taxes and
legislation for other tax changes approved by the 2015 Legislature.

Please see attached Timeline for Commerce Tax implementation (Commerce Tax Timeline.doc)

Passenger Transportation tax has been fully implemented in the database, all businesses have
been loaded into the system, the tax return has been programmed and will be loaded onto our
website within the next week, and notices will be sent out within the next few days to all
registered businesses providing information on how to file and pay. The Department also
requested an Emergency Regulation which was adopted on June 25, 2015. A permanent
regulation workshop was held on July 24. The Department plans on presenting the permanent
regulation to the NTC on October 5 for adoption.

Live Entertainment Tax rate changes are in the process of being programmed in our database
and implemented no later than October 1st. Additionally, the Department is in the final stages
of preparing correspondence to now qualifying business entities in order to register them in
our system and provide educational information on the tax, how to file and pay. The
Department has also worked with some of the local licensing agency to obtain a list of 300
licensed escort services and have made several field visits to addresses obtained from local
licensing. We have drafted a letter notifying escorts that they are subject to LET, etc. The
Department’s updated regulations have been drafted and we are coordinating with Gaming
regarding regulation changes.

Cigarette Tax rate changes have been fully programmed. Taxpayers who purchase Cigarette
Stamps are paying the higher rate as of July 1, 2015. Businesses are now in the process of
remitting payments on the difference of tax due on any stamps that were purchased prior to
the rate change but not yet affixed.

The Modified Business Tax rate changes are multi-faceted and our staff is working through the
stages of programming to fully implement the new legislation. Modified Business Tax rates for
non-financial institutions have been fully programmed and implemented. The new Modified
Business Tax for Mining forms is progressing through programming with an implementation
deadline of October 1st. We are also working with our lockbox provider in order to prepare for
processing of these changes. The new paper forms have been programmed and are available
online and our website has been updated with current information.

2. Please provide a summary of areas the Department is currently working on to implement the
new taxes and legislation for other tax changes approved by the 2015 Legislature.

The department received approved NPD19’s for positions starting in August from the Department
of Administration shortly after August 1. Requests to fill the position are being submitted, and
recruitment is expected shortly.

5. Please identify any changes the Department has made to staffing start dates, positions, and
programming/operating costs, which were included in the fiscal notes attached to the bills
for the two new tax types (used to determine the $5.4 million General Fund appropriation in
section 62 of Senate Bill 514 to impieinent iegisiation approved by the 2015
Legislature). Please provide a justification for each change identified.

Please refer to the attached table (Budget Summary.xis) for a revised list of positions and starting
dates. After the session ended, the Department reviewed the various tax legislation bills and
worked with the Governor’s Office to determine the positions needed to administer the new and
revised legislation. Adjustments were made within various expenditure categories (operating,
equipment, etc.) to accommodate the cost of the revised positions.

6. Please provide a summary and timeline of the Department’s programming and software
requirements to implement the new taxes and changes to existing taxes.

The following are the final dates in which the Department’s programming and implementation
team will be working towards in order to create fully functional databases to administer the
new legislative changes:
¢ Modified Business Tax changes — no later than October 1, 2015
¢ Live Entertainment Tax changes — no later than October 1, 2015
® Commerce Tax - Registration modules to be completed by December 1%; paper filing
and associated modules by March 1, 2016; online filing and audit databases during
summer and fall of 2016.
All changes will be programmed into the Departments Unified Tax System (UTS).

7. Please indicate if programming requirements will be completed in-house or with a
contractor. If in-house, will the Department expend the entire programming or related
computer budget?

Programming requirements will be completed with both in-house and contract resources. The
Department plans to remain within the current budget provided to us during the 2015
Legislative session but will most likely expend the entire budget category.



8. Is there any potential that the regulations, when adopted, might affect programming
requirements?

The potential exists that regulations can drive programming requirements. As regulations are
drafted and finalized, these requirements are identified and built into database design.

9. Is there a site on the Department’s web page devoted to providing information about the
new Commerce Tax? Information may include the first payment due date, the next

regulatory hearing/workshop, a link to the bill, etc. If so, please provide a summary of what
is available on the Department’s web site.

The Department has started to post introductory information regarding the Commerce Tax on
our website. We plan on integrating the Commerce Tax into our current online resources and
create a separate page dedicated to Commerce Tax. Currently you can find a “Summary of 2015
Major Legislation” on our homepage. All workshops are posted to our Public Meetings pages
found here: http://tax.nv.gov/Boards/Public Meetings/.

10. When does the Department anticipate it will start holding hearings/workshops on
regulations that are required to implement the new tax types and changes to existing taxes?

The Department has already held two workshops regarding new Legislation. One occurred on July
7, 2015 for SB483 and the other on July 24, 2015 on SB376. As the Department continues further
analysis of the legislation and collects industry feedback, we plan on scheduling more workshops to
finalize the drafting of regulations.

11. Please provide a list of issues, which have been identified that may need to be addressed by
regulation, including a list of the issues identified from the July 7, 2015 workshop on
regulations necessary to implement the new Commerce Tax.

Please see attached list of questions (Questions on Senate Bill 483.doc) that the Department plans
on analyzing and taking into consideration during the drafting of regulations.

12. How is the Department addressing the issues identified at the July 7, 2015 workshop on
regulations necessary to implement the new Commerce Tax?

The Department is working with industry representatives to collect questions and suggestions to
consider and potentially integrate into the final draft of the regulations. The Department takes
these suggestions seriously and does a full analysis on these items. We also work in conjunction
with the AG’s office and LCB for further feedback on the regulatory drafting process.
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13. When does the Department anticipate it will notify impacted business entities of the
requirements for the new taxes and the changes to existing taxes so they can make the
necessary programming changes?

The Department has already released a “Summary of 2015 Major Legislation” as found on our
website and has mailed a flyer to all Nevada businesses regarding the Commerce Tax. We have
already scheduled public attendance to the Governor’s Small Business Conference in Reno and the
“Committed to Our Business Community” Expo in Las Vegas over the next month for purposes of
business outreach. Additionally, we are scheduled to begin our Ask the Advisor and other
workshops beginning in October and will continue these through the year. We will keep our
website up to date with information to best assist and educate the business community as we
move forward. We are also working to plan and schedule various business organization events
with the chambers throughout the state.

Questions on Senate Bill 483

Commerce Tax

Section 11- pass through Revenue: Do pass through payments to other businesses or
independent contractors, where an IRS form 1099 is filed, come under the definition of
pass through revenue?

Sections 15 and 20 — NAICS codes and vertically integrated businesses: The
application of tax rates based on NAICS codes for vertically integrated business whose
revenue falls under different NAICS that vary year to year needs to be addressed//What is
the time frame for a business to determine its NAICS code? Will it vary from year to
year, depending on the revenue that streams or will it stand until it’s request by the
taxpayer or department? What kind of documentation and records will be required to
prove revenue sources? If a business requests a change, what is the period for the
Department of Taxation to act?

Section 22 — Situs: Clarify Origin and Destination. There is concern over the distinction
between interstate and intrastate moments. They ask the Tax Commission to clarify the
term “origin and destination in Nevada”.

Section 22.1 (c): If a business entity that leases trucks used in interstate commerce has
their revenue sitused under Section 22.1c; “gross rents and royalties from tangible
personal property is sitused to this state to the extent that tangible personal property is
located or used in this state”. For example, if a leased truck is reporting 80% of its
miles, under the International Registration Plan (IRP), outside of Nevada, for purposed of
computing the commerce tax only 20% of the leasing company’s revenue on that truck
should be sitused to Nevada. The Motor Division at the Nevada DMV audits IRP,
therefore that apportionment data is already collected by the state.

Record Keeping: What kind of documentation and record will be required to prove
revenue sources? Are bills of lading adequate to prove situs?

Concerns about Pass-through revenue. Can a company deduct as “pass-through revenue”
Nevada State excise taxes which are included in the sales price a company collects from
its Nevada customers on sales of cigarettes and tobacco.

Also is a company allowed to deduct federal excise taxes included in inventory cost as
“pass through revenue”?

Concern: Companies are looking for guidance on the issue of the commerce tax year
being July1l-June30 vs. most company tax years dating January 1 — December 31.
Various entities and common pay agents: Due to business model, entities may not be able
to capture MBT credit that they are due, since payroll is handled and paid by separate
entity. Consolidated tax form discussed.

10) There is a request for a formal “recover cost fee” guidance. This guidance is how a

company may show cost recovery on a billing statement, such as which category the fee
may appear and how the fee may be named or referred to on a statement. Is this going to
be done in Nevada.
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11) Consistent with gross receipts-based taxes enacted by other states, most notably Texas,
once the regulation is made final will a company be able to recover an appropriate
amount of the Commerce Tax as a separate line item on customer invoices? The Act
does not prohibit, or address, the ability of a business entity to recover an appropriate
amount of its Commerce Tax liability from customers in such a manner.

12) Are federal and State universal service fund fees and franchise fees deductible from
taxable gross revenues as “hqcc‘EfI’\rnngh revenue”?

13) Does the nexus standard require physical presence?

14) Does the commerce tax allow or require affiliated business to combine for purposes of
applying the $4 million annual exclusion? The law seems to speak only of taxable entities
or individuals for the $4 Million exclusion but discusses affiliates for purpose of pass
through deductions.

15) For sourcing of services based on where customer derived benefit, will a Georgia
customer that buys advertising from a New York agency for Nevada derive benefit in
Georgia or Nevada?

16) Question regarding advertising agencies and media buys and whether add buy money is
pass through revenue. Concern is preventing two entities from paying the commerce tax
on the same transaction.

17) Does the definition of “revenue” include venture capital investment in research and
development activities? These are monies raised in the International venture capital
markets and used to explore for mineral deposits.

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NEVADA ATTORNEY GENERAL'’S HOME AGAIN PROGRAM

The Office of the Attorney General submits the Quarterly Report for the Nevada
Attorney General's Home Again Homeowner Relief Program (Home Again) for
the second quarter of Fiscal Year 2015.

The Home Again program was officially launched in January 2013 as first
approved by the Interim Finance Committee in August 2012, and later by the Nevada
legisiature in 2013. The program is a free central resource for Nevada's
homeowners, many of whom find themselves in distressed financial situations
due to the significant housing downturn in Nevada over the past several years.

Home Again provides free access to financial guidance services and legal
counsel, as well as to specialized information about available state and federal
housing assistance programs. The program is a partnership between the
Attorney General's Office, Financial Guidance Center (FGC), Nevada Legal
Services (NLS), Legal Aid Center of Southern Nevada, and Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) approved agencies, including Community Services of
Nevada, Neighborhood Housing Services, Navicore Solutions (formerly Novadebt),
Springboard, and Chicanos Por La Causa.

l. Performance Review

Updated performance measures and additional fiscal documentation requirements
for grantees are being implemented to better meet the needs of the Program
reporting.

HUD approved housing counseling agencies, as members of the Home Again
consortium, will be reporting client level data to include an identifying client number,
city, zip code, and outcome. This will allow reporting of services provided to
consumers residing in specific cities and zip codes. Previous reporting did not allow
for the coordination of outcomes relative to city and/or zip code.

i, Public Relations. Outreach and Educational Programs

After a period of assessment and review of the Home Again Program within the AGO during
this quarter, in June we actively re-commenced marketing of the Home Again: Program
through public relations and community outreach efforts. Outreach through social media has
been on-going and continued throughout this quarter.

In April, a Home Again consortium agency, Community Services of Nevada, hosted an event
for Nevada homebuyers, at which Home Again was also represented by the Legal Aid Center
of Southern Nevada (LACSN). In May, LACSN represented Home Again at the Summer
Resource Fair coordinated by the Nevada Homeless Alliance to offer assistance to low-
income families. In June we celebrated National Homeownership month with a series of press
releases issued from the AGO, which focused on various issues of importance to
homeowners and those interested in becoming homeowners. On Saturday June 27, Home
Again joined with the Financial Guidance Center (FGC) in sponsoring the Eleventh Annual
Housing Fair. This event was held at FGC’s offices and included representatives from HUD,
NV Energy, NAHREP, and other professionals. Three television interviews were completed
(KTNV, TeleMundo and Fox Mundo), which drove attendance and Nevadans came in at a
steady pace during the event to learn of options regarding modification and opportunities for
homeownership through down-payment assistance programs.

In addition, more than 20,000 letters were printed on behalf of the Nevada Attorney General
and Home Again that will be sent by the end of July 2015 to Nevada homeowners who have
been determined to be eligible for the Home Affordable Refinance Program 2.0 (HARP 2.0)

In this quarter, the Call Center received 161 inquiries, for a total of 16,445 inquiries since the

official Home Again Program launch on January 7, 2013. This quarter, 241 Nevadans
attended one-on-one, primarily face-to-face, counseling sessions, 658 attended an 8 hour first
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time homebuyer education class, and 866 participated in credit restoration programs.

Paid television advertising is beginning again in July after a hiatus of several months. This will
drive participation of consumers in reaching out to Home Again.

The Home Again Program “Community Partnerships” outreach initiative, which aims to
attract business and community participants to share the Home Again resource with
their employees, members, and congregants through community grassroots outreach
activities, currently, consists of 125 active partners.

11l Legal Aid Services

In addition to housing counseling services, Home Again provides Nevada residents with free
legal services statewide through its partners, Legal Aid Center of Southern Nevada (LACSN)
and Nevada Legal Services (NLS). These organizations represent homeowners in
foreclosure mediations, bankruptcy proceedings, consumer protection issues and other
legal assistance as needed.

Nevada Legal Services, a state-wide nonprofit organization, currently has an office in Las
Vegas, two in Reno, one in Elko, and a part-time office in Carson City.

Legal Aid Center of Southern Nevada, a nonprofit organization established in 1958, had a
fully developed Foreclosure Prevention Program when the center became a partner in the
Home Again Program. LACSN also offers a Foreclosure “Ask-a-Lawyer” program, and a Self
Help Center at the Regional Justice Center in Las Vegas.

Second defaults under loan modifications signed in 2009-2010 and regulated by the federal
Home Affordable Modification Program (HAMP) have become increasingly common as
interest rates rise under the terms of the program. Some rates may rise as high as 7-8%. This
situation appears to especially impact homeowners with restricted incomes, such as those
who depend on Social Security. Home Again legal service agencies continue to be a vital
source of assistance for many homeowners and legal services are actively assisting with
document preparation, communication with mortgage representatives, and providing legal
representation as needed on a statewide basis.

LACSN also reports that many of its clients are directly impacted by the instability of the local
economy and job marketplace and typically earn hourly wages. These clients are vulnerable
to financial problems caused by fewer hours available to work in a given month, which can
create problems in making regular mortgage payments.
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IV. Home Again Budget

The Home Again program is operating
within budget. All funding is provided on a
reimbursement basis, after documentation
of delivery of services. For the period of
April to June 2015, the program has spent
$1,091,497. The allocation of quarterly
expenditures is shown in the table below
and illustrated in the chart to the right.

Home Again was on a brief ‘hiatus’ for the quarter as the leadership transitioned and
became familiar with Home Again, the purpose, and the value of the Program. During
this time, all collateral material was updated, refreshed, and new materials created to
reflect identified needs of Nevada citizens. This includes materials addressing mortgage
scams, reverse mortgages, and the benefit of the federal Home Affordable Refinance
Program 2.0 (HARP 2.0) program, available to more than 20,000 Nevada homeowners.

Credit restoration needs are soaring. As Nevada citizens continue working toward
financial stability, they are discovering their previous mortgage and financial issues are
holding them back and they are reaching out for direction, resources, and programs to
gain their financial footing. Many Nevadans have homeownership as a goal and Home
Again assists these consumers through the provision of in-depth financial and housing
counseling and, as the household becomes financially stable, provides resources such as
homebuyer education and down-payment assistance to assist them with a home purchase
that is affordable and sustainable.

Education and outreach are paramount in helping Nevada consumers to avoid becoming
targets of scams and fraud in the marketplace and play a major role in the consumer
protection efforts of the Home Again program. There seems to always be an opportunity
for bad actors to perpetrate fraud and Home Again is leading the charge in educating
consumers on how to avoid becoming a victim and the resources available to assist them
should they be victimized.

In closing the budgets for the Office of the Attorney General, the Senate Committee on
Finance and the Assembly Committee on Ways and Means expressed concerns with the
continued use of National Mortgage Settlement (NMS) funds for the housing call center,
legal services and financial guidance services provided through the Financial Guidance
Center. The money committees expect there will be a decline in the need for these services
as a result of the distressed homeowner assistance programs offered to Nevada
homeowners, and as a result of the economy improving.

During the budget hearings, you indicated that the needs of Nevada's distressed
homeowners should decrease as a result of the Financial Guidance Center's homeowner
assistance programs. You also indicated that the NMS funds included in The Executive
Budget were an estimate of what may be needed for the 2013-15 biennium for the
distressed homeowner assistance programs, and noted that the Financial Guidance Center
offers many other consumer programs that benefit Nevada’s citizens. Additionally, you
confirmed that any requests to utilize unused NMS funds for other services not currently
included in The Executive Budget would be brought to the Interim Finance Committee for
discussion and approval.

Based on the concerns expressed by the 2013 Legislature regarding the continued
NMS funding for the call center, legal services and financial guidance services, it is the
intent of the Senate Committee on Finance and the Assembly Committee on Ways and
Means that the Office of the Attorney General provide the Interim Finance Committee with
quarterly reports on the type of calls received by the call center, the type of services
provided through the legal and financial guidance programs, and the progress of each
program funded through the Financial Guidance Center.

During the 2013 Legislative Session, the Controller's Office requested and the Legislature
approved a computer training room to provide hands-on training for users of the state’s
financial system to assure that data is entered correctly and consistently into the system.
The Controller's Office testified that the computer training room would be managed and
maintained by the Controller's Office, but would be made available to other state agencies.
Additionally, the Controller's Office testified that the computer training room should be
managed and maintained by the Enterprise Information Technology Services Division
(EITS) within the Department of Administration. During the budget closing before the
Assembly Committee on Ways and Means, the Committee expressly indicated a desire for
the Controller's Office to report to the Interim Finance Committee (IFC) on the utilization of
the computer training room over the 2013-15 biennium, and outline the plan to transfer the
management and maintenance of the computer training room to EITS.

Therefore, it is the intent of the Assembly Committee on Ways and Means that the
Controller's Office report on a quarterly basis to the IFC on the utilization of the computer
training room by the Controller's Office and other state agencies. The report should include,
at a minimum, the type of training provided; the date and the duration of each training
offered; the agency providing the training; the number of students enrolled; and the number
of students completing each of the trainings. The information should be presented
separately by training agency.

Additionally, the quarterly reports should include a status of the implementation plan,
including specific timeline information to transfer the management and maintenance of the
computer training room to the EITS or the appropriate agency for the 2015-17 biennium.
The quarterly reports should be submitted to the Fiscal Analysis Division within 30 days of
the close of each quarterly period for presentation to the IFC.

AB491, Section 31(1) of the 78th Legislative Session requires on or before July 1, 2015 the Treasurer to estimate
the amount of proceeds of the ad valorem taxes levied for Fiscal Year 2016, If the sum of that estimate and the
available reserve balance of the Bond Interest and Redemption Fund is insufficient for the payment of the interest
on and principal of State general obligation bonds which will become due in the fiscal year, the Treasurer shall
ask the Controller to reserve in the State General Fund an amount sufficient to pay the remainder of the total
general obligation debt requirements.

I am pleased to report to you that the Bond Interest and Redemption Fund (BIRF) will not require General Fund
reserves to meet the obligations of the State of Nevada for payment of the interest and principal of general
obligation debt which will become due in Fiscal Year 2016, as shown below.

» The type of CSR program approved for the school district: For FY 2015, there are three types of CSR
programs in Nevada:

v" Regular CSR: Kindergarten — 21:1 student-to-teacher ratio; Grades 1 and 2 — 16:1; and Grade 3 —
19:1. This is program is currently funded through Senate Bill 522 (Chapter 382, Statutes of Nevada,
2013).

v' Alternative CSR: Provides flexibility in implementing student-to-teacher ratios in grades 1 through
6 for school districts other than Clark and Washoe Counties. Grades 1 through 3 —22:1 and Grades
4 through 6 — 25:1. This program is authorized through NRS 388.720.

v' “Plus Two”: Due to economic difficulties, this program provides flexibility to school districts to
increase class-size by two students in grades 1 through 3 and utilize the savings to minimize the
impact of budget reductions on class-sizes in grades 4-12. Grades 1 and 2 — 18:1 and Grade 3 —
21:1. This program is authorized through Senate Bill 522 (Chapter 382, Statutes of Nevada, 2013).

NOTE: The 2015 Legislature made two changes to the CSR Program for the upcoming biennium: 1) The
“Plus Two” program will no longer be available; and 2) The regular CSR program class-sizes will increase
by one pupil in grades 1 through 3 to: Grades 1 and 2 — 17:1; and Grade 3 — 20:1 (see Senate Bill 515,
2015).

STATEWIDE SUMMARY OF VARIANCES

Over the first three quarters of FY 2015, variance requests have remained relatively steady for the number
of schools requesting variances; however, at the classroom level, variance requests have steadily increased.
The following table presents the data for each school district. This being said, staff has worked with the
school districts to alert them to the importance of their class-size reduction plans and their ability to focus
the reduction of class-size ratios on high need schools. It appears that for FY 2016, there will be a decrease
in the number of classroom level variances, as well as the number of schools requesting variances. Today,
it appears that the number of schools requesting variances will decrease to in FY 2016 to 242 or 68% of
elementary schools. At the classroom level, it is anticipated that variance requests will decrease to

approximately 620 variances.

STATEWIDE ANALYSIS OF VARIANCES

In order to provide a method to analyze the data, the report may be sorted by school district, demographic
data or by the Star Rating. For example, the attached report has been sorted by Star Rating (one star being
the lowest rating and five being the highest rating). The red boxes identify classrooms over the approved
ratio; the number inside the shaded box indicates the number of students over. The following provides an
example of how to read the report and an analysis of the data.

Cambeiro Elementary School is the first school listed in the report. Cambeiro is a school in Clark County
School District (CCSD). This school has a 100% free-and-reduced lunch population; has 62% of its
student population as English Learners; and has a One-Star Rating. You will see from the red boxes, this
school has two students over the approved ratio in first grade; one in second grade; and four in third grade.
NOTE: CCSD is a Plus Two District, meaning it was approved for student-to-teacher ratios of 18:1 in
grades 1 and 2 and 21:1 in grade 3. This provides that the actual class-size ratios for this school are: 20:1
in grade 1; 19:1 in grade 2; and 25:1 in grade 3.

Tuming to the last page of the report, the same information is presented for Five-Star schools. For
example, Van Gorder Elementary in Washoe County School District (WCSD) is the last school listed for
the Five-Star schools. This school has a 10% free-and-reduced lunch population; has 3% of its student
population as English Learners; and has a Five-Star Rating. Based upon the red boxes, you will see that
this school has one student over the approved ratio in kindergarten, three over in second grade, and one
over in third grade. WCSD is also a Plus Two district. This means that the actual class-size ratios for this
school are: 22:1 in kindergarten; 21:1 in second grade and 22:1 in third grade.

Analysis: For the first three quarters of FY 2015, the percentage of schools requesting variances ranged
between 81percent and 82 percent of elementary schools. Due to the high percentage of schools requesting
variances it is difficult to determine if variance requests have an impact on student achievement.
Currently, there are as many variances in low performing one-star schools as high performing five-star
schools.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL BUREAU: CSR AUDIT FINDINGS

The Audit Division of the Legislative Counsel Bureau (LCB) conducted an audit of the State’s CSR
Program in 2014. Based upon the audit, the Department received nine recommendations to enhance
controls over the CSR. The recommendations were presented to the Legislative Audit Committee on
December 2 the findings are available on the legislative website. The primary areas for improvement
are:

1. Development, review and monitoring of CSR Plans (NRS 388.720): The findings indicate that the
school districts do not provide sufficient information to demonstrate how they will reduce pupil-
teacher ratios within the limits of available funding.

Progress: The school districts have submitted CSR Plans for school year 2015-2016. The plans
now include the goal of the school district for the CSR Program; a specific plan of action to meet
the goal; and a plan to monitor the progress of meeting the goal.

2. Approval and justification of variance requests (NRS 388.700): Variance requests are submitted to
the State Board after implementation, rather than before. In addition, the school districts do not
provide sufficient justification for the requests.
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Progress: Variance requests for school year 2015-2016 have been submitted to the State Board for
review and possible approval. Variance request must include information on student performance
and demographics. The request must also note any facility limitations, difficulties in hiring
qualified teachers, and funding limitations the school is experiencing. Finally, the variance request
must include a detailed school level plan to reduce student-to-teacher ratios, including a timeframe.

Data to evaluate the effectiveness of school district CSR plans (NRS 388.710): The State Board of
Education not yet determined data to be monitored by school districts in evaluating the
effectiveness of CSR plans.

Progress: The State Board has approved data that indicates CSR Program goals are being rcached.
In addition, the Board approved data that looks at the impact of the CSR Program on other non-
CSR grades.

Communicate expectations to school districts: The Department should increase communications to
school districts relating to CSR Plans, Variances, Data, and expenditures.

Progress: The Department now provides the districts with the minimum number of teachers the
CSR funds must fund. In addition, the CSK Program will be discussed at each meeting of the

school district Finance Directors.

CONCLUDING REMARKS

The Department is committed to working with the State Board and school districts to increase the
transparency of the CSR program components, including the CSR Plans, variance requests, and the
analysis of data supporting the program. I hope this information is useful to you; if you have any
questions, please do not hesitate to contact me.

According to the provisions of Nevada Assembly Bill 453, the School of Medicine of the Nevada System

of Higher Education is charged with the responsibility for developing a clinical trial study program for
assessing the efficacy of medicinal marijuana for residents of Nevada. This report summarizes the First Quarter
2015.

Since the December 2014 report, no Nevada residents have contacted the Office of Medical Research
about the availability of a clinical trial program for medicinal marijuana at the University of Nevada School of
Medicine. This level of interest is consistent with historical observations.

[ anticipate there will be a change in philosophy or interest in the development of new treatment regimens

for medicinal marijuana at the National Institutes of Health (NIH) during the coming years. However at present,
the presidential administration and the leadership of the NIH have yet to make any investment in

resources to this area of medical research. The NIH continues to face considerable challenge in funding
established biomedical research and training programs. The prospect for any turnaround seems unlikely. In
addition, the Supreme Court ruling of June 6, 2005 allowing the prosecution of individuals who smoke
marijuana for medicinal purposes, though prescribed by personal physicians, poses a major impediment to
prospective development.

Physicians in the School of Medicine face a major burden of earning a significant proportion of their income by
medical practice during this era of an uncertain economy. The lack of extramural support from federal health
agencies for studies on the efficacy of medicinal marijuana compounds the difficulty initiating a clinical trial. In
addition, the explicit punitive ruling of the Supreme Court makes it undesirable for the School of Medicine
clinicians to pursue the development of a medicinal marijuana clinical trial.

I will continue to monitor the NIH for release of any solicitation for new applications regarding medicinal
marijuana, and I will convene the School of Medicine’s Medicinal Marijuana Task Force when issues concerning
the potential use of medicinal marijuana warrant consideration and consultation.

Although there may be a change in philosophy or interest in the development of new
treatment regimens for medicinal marijuana at the National Institutes of Health (NIH) during
the coming years, the design and execution of the mandated clinical trials is complicated by
strict federal rules and difficulty in obtaining research-grade cannabis and Good
Manufacturing Practice Grade A9-THC. These difficulties were highlighted in a recent
publication in the journal Nature (27 March 2014, volume 507, page 407) noting that the
United States Drug Enforcement Agency classifies marijuana as a Schedule | drug with “no
currently accepted medical use and a high potential for abuse”. In addition, physicians in
the School of Medicine face a major burden of earning a significant proportion of their

income by medical practice. Thus, the lack of extramural support from Office of Medical Research
federal health agencies for studies on the efficacy of medicinal Savitt Medical Building #43
marijuana compounds the difficulty initiating a clinical trial.

1. Upon receiving an employee suggestion pursuant to NRS 285.050, the Secretary of the Board
shall:

(a) Record and acknowledge receipt of the employee suggestion;

(b) Notify the state employee or each state employee of a group of state employees who made the
employee suggestion of any undue delays in the consideration of the employee suggestion; and

(c) Refer the employee suggestion at once to the head of the state agency or agencies affected, or
his or her designee, for consideration.

2. Within 30 days after receiving an employee suggestion that is referred pursuant to subsection 1,
the head of the state agency, or his or her designee, shall report his or her findings and
recommendations to the Board. The report must indicate:

(a) Whether the employee suggestion has been adopted.

(b) If adopted:

(1) The day on which the employee suggestion was placed in effect.

(2) The actual or estimated reduction, elimination or avoidance of expenditures or any
improvement in operations made possible by the employee suggestion.

(3) If the employee suggestion was made by a group of state employees, a recommendation of
the distribution of any potential award made pursuant to NRS 285.070 to each state employee in the
group. Such a distribution must be proportionate, fair and equitable based on the contributions by each
state employee to the employee suggestion.

(c) If rejected, the reasons for rejection.

(d) If applicable, whether legislation will be required before the employee suggestion may be
adopted.

3. The Board shall:

(a) Review the findings and recommendations of the state agency and may obtain additional
information or take such other action as is necessary for prompt, thorough and impartial consideration
of each employee suggestion.

(b) Evaluate each employee suggestion, taking into consideration any action by the state agency,
staff recommendations and the objectives of the Merit Award Program.

{c) Monitor the efficacy and progress of employee suggestions that have been adopted and placed
into effect.

The Division of Welfare and Supportive Services (DWSS) is to report to the Interim Finance Committee
every six months during the 2013-2015 biennium regarding the progress of implementing the hiring plan
for the 410 Field Services positions, 21 Administrative positions and six offices. The opening of the last two
offices was moved into the SFY 2016; therefore the agency is continuing to provide status updates.

As of June 30, 2015, the Division filled 431 of the 431 positions. The Division extended the training academy
and repurposed all existing available space to provide temporary workspace for newly hired staff until new
offices are opened.

The Division has been working closely with Buildings and Grounds (B&G) to finalize the tenant
improvements for the remaining authorized locations. As of June 30th the agency has opened two small
officesin Las Vegas: one on Chandler, and one on Spring Mountain. Two large offices in Las Vegas: one on
Craig Road and one on Warm Springs. Additionally, the leases have been signed and approved for the last
two small offices in the Las Vegas area: one on Durango, and one on Decatur. Tenant improvements are
under way and occupancy is expected in late 2015.

The June 2015 caseload numbers (listed below) provides a comparison between projected caseload and
actual caseload.

In order to accommodate the anticipated caseload increases in the Division of Welfare and
Supportive Services (DWSS) due to the implementation of the Affordable Care Act (ACA)
and Medicaid expansion, as well as general caseload growth, the Governor recommended
437 new positions for the Field Services account and 21 positions for the Administration
account, as well as the opening of four new field offices to accommodate the new staff.
As recommended by the Governor, the bulk of these positions were to become effective
within the first month of each fiscal year, and three of the four new offices were to come
online on July 1, 2013, with the additional office to open on July 1, 2014.

However, the money committees expressed concern about the division’s ability to hire a
large number of positions in a short time period, and to open three new field offices on the
first day of FY 2014. Accordingly, at the direction of the money committees, fiscal staff and
the division worked together during the 2013 Legislative Session to phase-in the positions
over the biennium based on the division’s capacity to train the eligibility workers and the
timing of the actual need for the positions throughout the biennium. In addition, as part of
the plan, facilities to house the new positions were phased-in based on the revised
anticipated hire dates. Furthermore, in the interest of efficiency and added flexibility, the
money committees revised the number of facilities authorized for the division from four large
offices as originally recommended by the Governor, to two large offices and four smaller
offices.

The division testified during the 2013 Legislative Session that the phasing-in of positions
and facilities would provide flexibility to adjust hiring dates, the number of positions hired,
and the number and sizes of the recommended new offices as the biennium progressed
and as the actual ACA and Medicaid expansion caseloads materialized.

It is the intent of the money committees that DWSS report to the Interim Finance Committee
every six months during the 2013-15 biennium, beginning in December 2013, regarding the
progress of implementing the revised hiring plan. The report should include, at a minimum,
whether the division was able to meet hiring and office opening goals, current information
about how actual caseloads compare to projected caseloads, and whether the division has

made, or anticipates making, any modifications to the approved hiring plan based on actual
caseloads and up-to-date caseload projections. If deviations to the hiring plan are
anticipated, the division should include detailed support and rationale for the deviations.
Furthermore, in closing the DWSS budgets, the money committees requested that any
General Fund savings associated with reductions to the hiring plan be placed in the reserve
for reversion to the General Fund expenditure category, and that any new positions that are
unfilled at the end of the 2013-15 biennium be eliminated from the division’s base budget for
the 2015-17 biennium.

It is the intent of the 2013 money committees that the division continue to report quarterly to
the Interim Finance Committee over the 2013-15 biennium on the division’s use of
administrative banks to manage offenders. The report should include, at a minimum, the
number of offenders in the administrative banks; the number of each category of offender
(e.g., gross misdemeanants, category E felons, category D felons); and the number of
officers and other personnel assigned to manage the administrative banks. Information
should be presented separately for each regional command. The quarterly reports should
be submitted to the Fiscal Analysis Division within 30 days of the close of each quarterly
period for presentation to the Interim Finance Committee.
